Congratulations, dear friend, for even picking up this book.
Get ready, because your life is about to be drastically transformed!

This book might become one of the major adventures of your
life. Money Wont Make You Rich is one man’s journey of pov-
erty, struggles, studies, money, wealth, and wealth creation prin-
ciples. This book will surely not leave you where it found you.

You’re about to be mightily enriched and empowered!

I came from true abject poverty in Africa. I didn’t even have a
pair of shoes to wear until I was twelve years of age. Our family
might have lived on less than a dollar a day, and I never even had
or saw a toy of any kind as a child!

Instead, my body still carries the scars of injuries and wounds
that T acquired while trying to make a living in the jungles of
Africa.

Miraculously, less than forty years later, not only did I make
my first million in United States dollars, but also I was amazingly
able to do this without being involved in any active business. Be-
cause I am a full-time pastor and itinerary speaker, I opted for
passive earning, which came by adhering to certain laws and prin-
ciples of wealth creation.

More incredible is the fact that I was able to make my first mil-
lion dollars in a short span of only nine months!

In two years I was able to prove the efficiency of these wealth
creation principles and reproduced more than two hundred peo-
ple who now have a capital base of more than a million U.S. dol-



lars each—even though they basically had nothing when I met
them. Most of them were those generally referred to as “down-
and-outers”—including former drug addicts, petty traders, ban-
dits, and worse.

In the process of taking this journey of wealth creation, both
for others and myself, I have come to some critical conclusions I
wish to share with you in this book:

1.  Becoming a millionaire is not a big deal; it is easy!

2.  Everyone who sincerely wants to can become a
millionaire.

Money won’t make you rich!

4.  Our world can overcome world poverty—if we
have the heart to do so.

5. Money is only worth making if it is going to be
used as an instrument to set others free.

6.  God created money for the same reason as all oth-
er things—to serve His purposes.

7. Ignorance is the biggest challenge of our age; it is
our biggest killer!

WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO BE RICH?

It is my hope and prayer that this book will spark a movement
that will end the gruesome statistics of poverty and lack in our
world today.

o Canyou believe that 80 percent of people in the world
today live on less than ten dollars a day?

o Three billion people live on two dollars a day, while
one billion live on less than a dollar a day!

o Fifty thousand people die daily because of poverty-
related causes!



Money wont make you rich, because it is not meant to do so.

To be rich is to understand the meaning of money and wealth
and to know the difference between the two. Money is not nec-
essarily wealth, so most people who desire to be rich are not nec-
essarily looking for money. What they are actually looking for is
wealth.

Money only comes to people who are already rich or wealthy
in spirit and soul, so it’s actually not money that makes you rich—
you are rich before money even comes your way. Money only re-
sponds when these elements are in place, and until such a time,
money won’t move in your direction.

Money won’t make you rich, because a man who is poor in
spirit is poor altogether, even when he has a lot of money in his
pocket. Money without the wealth of the soul is equaled to a com-
pilation of sorrows and regrets. Only God enriches without add-
ing sorrow to it.

Money doesn’t come to good people—because there are mil-
lions of good people who aren’t rich.

Money doesn’t come to educated people—because there are
so many educated people living middle-class lives in our world
today.

Money doesn’t even come to churchgoers or Christians. If that
were the case, then our churches would be filled with millionaires!

As a matter of fact, money doesn’t necessarily come to busi-
nesspeople, as so many are struggling even to make ends meet.

Money only comes to those who are already rich in the knowl-
edge of the laws of money. If you are not already rich in your
mind, then money won’t come to you. Until you are rich in your
mind, you're not rich at all.

So what is wealth?

Wealth is the subtotal value of assets owned by a person. The
original meaning of wealth was: “to possess great qualities, values



and virtues.” In essence, a person wishing to be rich is actually
thinking in terms of all the things he wants and needs.

What, then, is money?

Money is what economists call “legal tender,” and it is some-
thing that is generally accepted as a means of payment, exchange,
and pricing. Money is what we use to measure wealth, because it
is the easiest way to move and handle wealth.

The information in Money Wont Make You Rich begins to
have more meaning when you look at it from the prism of the
above-mentioned definition. You can have wealth without nec-
essarily having money, because money won’t make you rich. On
the other hand, you can have money without being rich, because
you need to first be wealthy, both in assets and virtues, before you
can be truly rich.

Money is only a strip of processed wood or metal, so it’s not
worth exchanging your life for. Instead, you should seek first
to build the wealth of both material and inner values, and then
money will begin chasing after you. You must be rich before
money comes to you.

Money has two effects on people: either it rules and controls,
or it is mastered and controlled by its owner. The effect it has on
you is determined by whether you are first wealthy in assets and
virtues.

In this book I have endeavored to share truths with you that
will surely enable you to become financially free—if you will only
abide by the laws of money that are revealed. More importantly
to me, I want to not only set you free from poverty and lack, but I



also want to set you on fire to become an instrument of financial
freedom to all men wherever they are.

BECOME SET FREE FROM THE
POWER OF MONEY

When people of God are empowered financially, they can eas-
ily pursue their God-given ambitions, goals, and puposes. Many
people have dreams and aspirations that are not fulfilled because
of a lack of money.

Many of God’s projects suffer for the lack of money. I believe
this book will help end this dilemma in the lives of many. Money
Wont Make You Rich is not just a book about money, purpose,
and poverty, however. This book’s larger emphasis is setting peo-
ple free from the power of money.

Money has a way of possessing people, and only the wise can
overcome its influence over the soul. Remember: either you mas-
ter money or you serve it. Money is a good slave but a bad master.
This book will teach you how to become a master over money.
You can be truly rich by mastering and walking in the tested laws
and principles of wealth creation.

Read on, my friend, and join the army of those who are em-
powered financially to go and destroy the evil of poverty and me-
diocrity in our world.

Come, and let’s make history together!

CHAPTER ONE

THE REALITY OF
POVERTY IN
OUR WORLD

Consider two different snapshots. The first is of a stereotypi-
cal suburban family from Kansas City, Missouri, surrounded by
all their material belongings. The family of four (two requisite
children) stands in front of a luxury home, compared to world
standards. Outside the home are two expensive cars and a brand-
new minivan. Scattered around the family home are rooms full of
furniture, including an eighty-six-inch-long sofa, king-sized bed,
oriental carpets, various wardrobes, several television sets, radios,
telephones, computers, CDs, DVDs, iPods, several bathrooms,
modern kitchen equipment, and a library of books. All together,
the family owns hundreds of items of every conceivable nature.
This depicts the life of a typical family in the United States.

The second snapshot shows a statistically average poor fam-
ily from a village similar to the Nigerian village of Idomila Ijebu-
Ode, Ogun State, where I was born and raised. All of the family’s
few earthly possessions are scattered in front of their thatched-
roof hut, where the family of ten lives with a goat, a pig, and some
chickens. There are few cooking and washing implements. The
only food is cassava, a type of yam. There are sticks used for dig-
ging and a bundle of wood for firewood, but no electric utensils
because there is no electricity in the village. The family owns al-
most no clothes besides what each family member is wearing.
Their toilet is a hole in the ground outside the hut. All that they
own, put together, amounts to maybe a dozen items. This depicts



a family with no possessions and little opportunity. It depicts the
picture of an earlier century.

On a global scale, most people more closely resemble the Ni-
gerian family than the American family. The stark reality is that
unlike the typical American family, more than half the people in
the world have very little to call their own.

The World Bank defines extreme poverty as living on less than
the equivalent of one U.S. dollar per day. Moderate poverty is de-
fined as living on less than two dollars a day. By that definition,
a man earning three U.S. dollars per day or ninety U.S. dollars
per month is not poor. This may seem ludicrous to those living
in Western countries. Nevertheless, more than a billion people
live on less than a dollar a day, and nearly three billion live on
less than two dollars per day. In other words, about half the world
lives each day on less money than the price of a cup of Starbucks
coffee.’

As alarming as these facts may be, what’s more alarming
is that such things could be happening in this twenty-first cen-
tury. How can a generation that lays claim to such technological
breakthrough and innovation allow such disparity to continue
unchecked? Unfortunately, most Americans and people in the
Western world as a whole are generally oblivious to the abject
poverty and utterly detestable conditions in which the rest of the
world lives.

DRIVEN BY NEED OR GREED?

When westerners are confronted with the blunt facts of global
poverty, it becomes immediately apparent that most of the mate-
rial things they pray for are more driven by greed than by need.
Greed makes us want more than we can handle. It makes us heap
up things until we have to acquire more living space just to keep
it all. Greed is the spirit that drives corporate America. It’s why



corporate downsizing has become so popular while top-level ex-
ecutives earn ridiculously exorbitant bonuses.

Greed is pervasive within the Western culture (as well as most
of the leadership of the developing world, especially in Africa),
and the church is not immune to its vices. We seem to have for-
gotten that God only promised to meet our needs, not to satiate
our greed. The sad reality is that greed is vigorously promoted
from the pulpit and by those who are supposed to be the pillar of
truth and justice in society.

My intention here is to sound the alarm and awaken the con-
science of people in order to see injustice come to an end. It is
not an attempt to judge anyone; rather, it is an attempt to incite
awareness in the hopes that we would work to reform our unequal
world.

If we have problems using this absolute definition of poverty,
we can also look at poverty as a relative idea. That is, we can see
poverty as something socially defined, or something that depends
on a particular social context. Such a relative measurement would
ask us to compare, for example, the total wealth of a segment of
the poorest people in the world with the total wealth of a segment
of the richest people in the world. If we do that, these comparisons
will be even more bleak and unsettling.

A recent study published by a senior World Bank economist
showed that the richest fifty million people in Europe and North
America have roughly the same income as almost three billion
poor people collected from around the world.? This 1 percent of
the world’s population takes as large a piece of the pie as the small
slice handed to the world’s poorest 57 percent of people. Using
another illustration, if we use the poverty line as defined by the
countries of North America and Western Europe, then the poor-
est 10 percent of Americans are better off than a full two-thirds of
the world’s entire population. The World Bank recently reported
that twenty-four developing countries with a population of three



billion people are beginning to integrate into the global economy,
with a per-capita growth of only 1 percent in the 1960s up to 5
percent in the 1990s.’ Even so, the state of world economics and
the ratios of poverty between the Western world and the develop-
ing world are very dramatic. It is no secret that there is inequality
among nations.

Certain countries of the world have most of the money while
others have very little. There is also inequality within nations, for
it is a fact that within poor countries there are rich groups of peo-
ple whose incomes compare to the incomes of wealthy groups in
the more developed nations. Our sense of goodness and fairness
suggests a more equitable distribution of the income of the world.
Our sense of fairness and rightness says that within a country,
some should not be living in mansions while others scrounge
around for food in garbage dumps. It is hard to understand why
distribution of wealth is so unequal. Our sense of what is just and
appropriate cries out and asks why.

REASONS FOR INEQUALITIES

Why do some countries have so much and others so little? One
explanation is that this situation is a result of the market econ-
omy. Rich countries are rich because they supply things that are
scarce but in high demand. Poor nations are poor because they
supply too many things for which there is relatively little demand.
This explanation, however, seems somewhat simplistic and does
not answer the question of poverty in poor nations such as South
Africa, which supplies the world with diamonds,* and Nigeria,
which is the world’s ninth largest producer and supplier of oil,®
both commodities that are very much in demand.

Whatever the answer might be, it is clear that inequalities in
the world cry out for some form of remedy. As President George
W. Bush said at a meeting of the Inter-American Development
Bank, “A world where some live in comfort and plenty, while half



of the human race lives on less than two dollars a day, is neither

just nor stable.”

One way the world attempts to come to grips with poverty on
an international scale is through the concept of foreign aid. This is
where poor nations receive money to encourage their growth and
economic development. Reasonably rich nations donate money
to alleviate the conditions of poverty in poorer nations. This is
especially true when richer countries tout their moral responsi-
bility by pointing to the size of their foreign aid budget. Despite
the fact that there seems to be no objective evidence to prove for-
eign aid stimulates economic development in poor countries, the
rich nations continue pledging more money in aid to the world’s
less-developed nations.

The reality of poverty is that one-third of deaths, some eighteen
million people each year (fifty thousand per day), are due to pov-
erty- related causes.” That is three hundred million people since
1990, the majority women and children, roughly equal to the pop-
ulation of the United States. Every year nearly eleven million chil-
dren die before their fifth birthday.® These are horrible, sobering
facts. Can the Christian church do anything to solve the problem
of worldwide poverty and the inequality of wealth distribution?
Aside from foreign aid and the economic theories of supply and
demand, is there a spiritual dimension to poverty? The follow-
ing chapters do not discount economics, but they go beyond the
economic sphere to blend the laws of economics and spirituality
and to address the individual hearts of men and woman as they
submit to God in their quest to overcome poverty.

This book is not a study of world poverty or economics, but it
does seek to answer the question, Is the Christian and the Chris-
tian church relevant to the eradication of poverty in the world
today? I wish to address Christians, who have access to biblical
solutions to this problem, and I want to tell you my thesis right
up front: Christians around the world must become kingdom



minded in order for us to help resolve the problem of poverty in
our world today. The purpose of the church is not to have people
come in and sit down. Rather, it is to go out and change cultures
by establishing God’s value system. Moreover, this includes God’s
value system regarding money and wealth. Poverty is not God’s
will for anyone, and it is outside kingdom purposes for Chris-
tians to be struggling in the area of finances, whether personal or
societal.

Being kingdom minded is what the apostle Paul calls being
“transformed by the renewing of your mind” (Rom. 12:2). I have
written in other books about applying the principles of the king-
dom to the church, and now I want to apply those same princi-
ples to individual Christians on questions of money, wealth, and
personal finances. Remember, God’s kingdom principles apply
to money as much as they do to anything else. World poverty is
agonizingly real. It will never improve until individual Christians
affect the culture of life, change the culture of nations, and im-
prove their own financial situations. Thus, the economic growth
of the world must be the priority of individuals in obedience to the
teaching of Scripture and the principles of the kingdom of God.

Hence, the reason why a Christian desires financial freedom is
not just to meet his or her needs but also to become an answer to
the challenges of our world.

The Great Commission of Matthew 28:19-20 is not only about
rescuing souls and planting churches. It is about much more. The
Great Commission tells us to make disciples of all nations. Nations
are cultures, and cultures are to be transformed and redeemed by
Christ’s church taking dominion over God’s entire creation here
on Earth. The purpose of the Great Commission is to change cul-
tures, and this means the church needs a new model or style of
missions. God is not satisfied with our church-minded approach.
He created everything, and He wants His principles to rule ev-
erywhere. That is our assignment in the Great Commission—to



permeate the world with the nature and principles of God and to
be the Lord’s representative in our spheres of influence. If we are
in a place, then God is there!

Only the redeemed can improve our world. That is why God
is calling Christians all over the world to take up the challenge of
conquering the mountain of finances to subdue the earth for God.

THE GOSPEL OF PROSPERITY

This book is not about the American dream or the well-being
of any individual. It is not about getting money for personal gain,
and, as will be evident, it is not about the so-called prosperity gos-
pel. There are many wolves in sheep’s clothing when it comes to
teaching financial prosperity. Of course God prospers people, and
I believe this as strongly as anyone does. Nevertheless, there is a
good deal of error in most American prosperity preaching, as in
most countries where the prosperity gospel is preached. It is im-
portant to address this matter now so that there will be no mistak-
ing this book for the teachings of the so-called prosperity gospel.

THE MAIN ERRORS OF THE
PROSPERITY MOVEMENT

The prosperity gospel teaches that one prospers only when
giving. Giving is the main emphasis. This is false. True prosperity
comes not just when we give but also when we know the laws
of money and discipline ourselves to abide by them. This is the
difference between being rich or poor. Although there is an im-
portant place for the law of giving, it is only one of many laws. By
itself, it will fail to make anyone sustainably wealthy.

There is a very sympathetic story of a young couple who was
sent out with their little child as missionaries by their denomina-
tion to a different part of Ukraine. Their situation was so bad that



they didn’t even have money for a bed or a mattress, and so they
ended up sleeping on the floor! In Africa and other third-world
countries, this could be something quite common, but for it to
happen in the center of Europe is out of the ordinary!

They had been commissioned to go out and save people;
meanwhile they didn’t even have the bare minimum for basic liv-
ing. This young couple was so desperate that they were about to
leave the ministry when they came across my teachings on finan-
cial freedom.

Subsequently, they started listening to these teachings and ap-
plying the principles to their lives. As a result, three years later,
even though they are still full-time pastors, they have been able
to make their first million U.S. dollars. As a matter of fact, things
were so bad for them that they didn’t have any starting capital.
The young pastor had to borrow one hundred fifty dollars from
his father’s pension for their first investment.

What is most painful about this story is that the couple had
been serving in their charismatic denomination for fifteen years
prior. They had been taught that all that is needed for financial
prosperity is to be a good Christian, be active in ministry, faithful
in giving tithes and offerings, and other additional giving to vari-
ous church projects.

They did this for fifteen years faithfully, even dedicating their
lives to be missionaries—yet the money never came! As they con-
tinued to abide by the teachings of the church, they likewise con-
tinued to become more and more impoverished. This is because
they were not following the whole truth of kingdom prosperity—
only half the truth. Half truth however cannot get the job done.
Half truth is equally as dangerous as a lack of truth. One aspect of
the truth will not make you financially independent. Giving only
is not enough to bring you to substantial wealth.

This man is now traveling all over Ukraine and Europe, teach-
ing about these real principles and how ignorance caused him to



live a miserable life in poverty, and conversely, how the truth has
set him free for financial abundance to minister freely!

In most cases, when Christians teach that the only way to be
prosperous is by giving to the church or ministry, the only person
who becomes wealthy is the one on the receiving end or those
who have control of the collection. Usually, this is the pastor,
televangelist, or radio preacher and his or her inner circle. This
leads to a situation where many pastors, especially those of most
megachurches, live in the lap of luxury and excess while large
portions of their flock can barely afford three square meals a day.
It is important that you understand I am addressing the issue of
imbalance. The truth is, many megachurch pastors are quite tal-
ented and hardworking. Many have been able to create their own
wealth from their book sales and other private enterprises. There
is nothing fundamentally wrong with being prosperous and liv-
ing well from one’s own exploits. However, there is something
fundamentally wrong with exploiting the weak and the innocent
for personal gain. There is something wholly unsettling about a
Christian leader whose taste for the good life exceeds his sense of
justice. This imbalance is not in harmony with the teachings of
Jesus Christ.

My focus in this book is to help my readers attain financial
freedom. The focus is on your well-being, not just that of some
preachers. For that, I want to introduce what I believe to be a
more biblical model for prosperity. Unlike the corporate model
used by most churches where wealth is only accessible to a few
at the top of the pyramid, this model is a kingdom model, which
empowers all. This model has produced more than two hundred



millionaires in just two years in the church that I currently lead.
The majority of these people started with nothing.

Many were in debt when they started their journey to wealth.
All glory belongs to God for giving us the wisdom and insight and
for vindicating His Word.

For the preachers of prosperity, financial prosperity is much
more than a blessing—it is the right of every believer who claims
it. In fact, God wills wealth and riches to all His children. The
prosperity move-

erroneous view on
the gospel of pros-
perity by limiting
wealth creation to
the power of con-
fession. You often
hear them teach that what you say is what you get, or “confessing
it means possessing it.” Start speaking about it and it will come
into being as God creates what you are speaking. This is the Wheel
of Fortune approach to faith, and it amounts to extortion because
it purports to teach people how to make God work at their behest.
Most teachers of prosperity teach an incomplete aspect of finan-
cial empowerment. They emphasize faith and belief and never
teach about the production of goods and services, and often be-
cause they are not comfortable with having to release their con-
trolling grip on the congregation. They never tell their people that
true prosperity comes by getting involved in the process of pro-
duction because they themselves do not understand it. They em-
phasize faith, belief, and sowing a financial seed, and never teach
about the production of goods and services.

Amazingly, the Donald Trumps of this world profess no faith
at all, and yet they sit on top of the pile in the world of finances. It
is high time we begin learning the importance of producing goods



and rendering services as a prerequisite to being wealthy. It is not
enough just to bring money to the church or pastor; if we do not
produce goods and services, we are deceiving ourselves if we ex-
pect to gain or sustain wealth. Because of this kind of teaching,
even in rich Western societies like the United States, you often
find most people living in the clutch of persistent need instead of
living in the abundance they profess. This always shocks me when
I travel through the United States.

There is another problem with the prosperity movement:
it tends to put the emphasis on the needs of the person. Unfor-
tunately, this has produced more self-centered Christians and
“what’s-in-it-for-me?” Christians. It talks about paying bills and
meeting the needs and desires of life (such as cars and houses). I
believe, however, that the main purpose of money is not to meet
needs, but first to accomplish God’s purposes on the earth. Of
course, the Lord meets personal needs, but that is not the main
reason to desire wealth. God wants us to be rich so we can carry
out His purposes. He is more interested in making us channels of
blessing to others rather than islands of blessing to ourselves. This
theme will recur throughout this book.

POPULAR SCRIPTURES BUT
FALSE INTERPRETATIONS

“The wealth of the wicked is laid up for the righteous” is a
major doctrine in prosperity-preaching circles. The emphasis is
on the fact that God wants to take wealth from the sinner and give
it to believers. Proverbs 13:22 does say, “A good man leaves an
inheritance to his children’s children, but the wealth of the sinner
is stored up for the righteous.” This is true, and the Bible does not
lie. Nevertheless, when preached this way, there is contradiction
in the very principles of God’s nature. The principles of the justice
of God would not allow collecting the wealth of the wicked to give



to the Christian, because the Bible teaches in Proverbs 10:4 that
the diligent worker will prosper, no matter whether that worker
is a believer or not. God makes people rich because of diligence
and hard work, not because they are followers of one or the other
prosperity teacher. There is yet a more tragic consequence of this
direction of thinking; which is that it warps the underlying sense
of love, kindness, and fairness of its subscribers. Whereas the
Bible teaches us to love our enemies, this kind of teaching ends up
causing us to hope and pray for the downfall or misfortune of the
unbelieving wealthy, so we can dispossess them of that wealth we
have been eyeing.

The way to look at the meaning of Proverbs 13:22 is that we
reach wealth when the righteous produce a better product than
anyone else on the market. This is because the righteous will pro-
duce goods and services not only to impress people but also to
please God. The transfer of wealth that prosperity teachers should
emphasize is not God taking from the wicked to give to the be-
liever, but rather people buying from the righteous in exchange
for the best quality of goods on the market. Remember, there is
no transfer of wealth without Luke 16:10-12: “Whoever can be
trusted with very little can also be trusted with much, and whoever
is dishonest with very little will also be dishonest with much. So if
you have not been trustworthy in handling worldly wealth, who
will trust you with true riches? And if you have not been trust-
worthy with someone else’s property, who will give you property
of your own?” (niv). The point here is that the wealth of the world
comes only to the believer who produces better goods or services
than others in the market. Because most people buy from him, he
exchanges his goods for the wealth of the world and the wicked.

“The wicked desire the plunder of evil men, but the root of the
righteous flourishes” (Prov. 12:12, niv). In this scripture, the Bible
tells us that only the wicked desires the plunder of other men, even
if the man with the plunder is an evil man. It is still wickedness to



desire what you did not work for. It is even more alarming that
this kind of teaching is coming from a pulpit of a church, because
the church is supposed to be a pillar and foundation of truth.

On the other hand, the second half of this verse says: “But the
root of the righteous flourishes,” which goes a long to tell us that
if we are really righteous we will be productive and do things bet-
ter than other men. That is what the word flourish indicates. We
are supposed to not just be productive but also exemplify excel-
lence and perfection in our work. When something flourishes,
everybody is attracted to it. When we flourish in what we do, in
the goods we produce, in the services we offer, all other people
who wish to flourish will come to us. That is what I mean when I
say that the wealth of the wicked will only come to the righteous
when the righteous do things better than the rest of the world—so
much so that everybody is attracted to them to buy their products
and deploy their services.

Some prosperity preachers use another passage of the Bible to
push their wares: when the children of Israel left Egypt and God
told the Egyptians to give their gold and silver to the Israelites.
(See Exodus 12.) They use this as an example of God giving the
wealth of the world to the believers, and it sounds nice—except
that the children of Israel had worked very hard for a very long
time in slavery and forced, unrewarded labor for that gold and
silver. For several years, Pharaoh did not pay the Jews for their
labor. They were working without compensation, so in this case,
God was proving He is a God of justice. He would not allow the
Israelites to leave Egypt without being compensated for their
years of hard labor. Technically, this was a transfer of wealth on a
very large scale, but as you can see, God did not violate His own
principles of justice in order to make His children rich and happy.
Israel’s newfound wealth was amassed over the course of several
centuries under Pharaoh’s hand. They had built his temples and
his cities and received nothing for their toil. The gold and silver



were simply God’s way of compensating the children of Israel for
their services.

The basic premise of this book is that prosperity must have
as its top priority the advancement of God’s kingdom and His
righteousness (Matt. 6:33). Christians can build this kingdom
by understanding the concept of wealth and touching the whole
fabric of society through the creation of wealth. When properly
allocated, wealth can become the solution to many of society’s
problems. Not only can Christians experience financial freedom,
but that freedom also affords them the ability to be committed to
radical kingdom service.

HOW THE SYSTEM WORKS

There is a popular belief that all people are equal and that ev-
eryone has an equal opportunity to make money. This is a cov-
er-up. Even though God makes us equal, manufactured systems
work to the advantage of some and to the disadvantage of others.
Only a select group of about 5 percent of the world’s population
has solid and correct information on how to get rich. In addition,
you can be sure they have the system constructed in such a way
that all things work together for their good and that no one breaks
the order.

Outside this cadre of wealthy leaders active in promoting their
own self-interests, the rest of the whole world suffers because peo-
ple do not know the truth about the spiritual dimension of money
and riches. The truth is there is more than enough money in the
world, and anyone can have a share of this wealth. Because of a
lack of knowledge, however, the vast majority of us do not have
access to it. I consider this an unfortunate situation, and the time
has come to apply the remedy of knowledge and information.
Unbalanced prosperity teaching has failed to deliver on its many
promises. Within the church it has created a structure similar to



that of the world where only those at the top attain wealth. That
is why I so strongly resent it. Rather than reducing the scourge of
poverty, it has only made it worse by failing to apply the whole
counsel of God to the problem.

CHAPTER TWO

WHY EVERY
CHRISTIAN CAN
BE A MILLIONAIRE

Many years of experience have convinced me that if money
does not serve the kingdom, then it perverts, spoils, and destroys
its owners. Therefore, our motives must be right when it comes to
interest in gaining money and riches. If we realize we have gone
off track spiritually, we need to humble ourselves before God and
renew our covenant with Him. One woman in our church made a
covenant to give God all her earnings and leave only 5 percent for
herself. God blessed her abundantly with many business deals and
wealth because she put herself in a position of total reliance on
God. This woman still keeps 5 percent and gives God 95 percent.
These boundaries protect her from any kind of trap. She gives to
God’s work by using her money to minister to the needs of others
and her society, not just to the church or other Christian minis-
tries, which, by the way, she also does with joy.

If our trust is only in the material things we possess—things
like our houses, our cars, our summer cottages, or our insurance
plans—then how pathetic and vain is our faith! This makes us the
most laughable of people, and there is no reason why anyone out-
side the faith would want to commit to Jesus Christ! Of course, we
can justify our need for many of these things in life, but the point



here is that these are just things that make our life easier. Life is
much more than the things we own.

If we measure our lives by the things we own, we have no more
hope than any other unbeliever.

The Bible teaches a vital life creed—everyone who has some-
thing should behave as if he or she has nothing: “As having noth-
ing, and yet possessing all things” (2 Cor. 6:10). Having material
things, we need to see ourselves in the right perspective without
them. If we notice ourselves thinking and daydreaming about
money all the time, then we have allowed the idol called mammon
into our hearts. For this we need to repent and break free from its
control. The beauty of the spirit life is a real freedom: a soulish
detachment from the idolatry of material things. Our over occu-
pation with and overwhelming pursuit of these things, to the very
detriment of the kingdom, is proof enough that we are enslaved
by the love of money, which is the source of all evil. We have to
search our hearts and imagine ourselves without cars, without
nice clothes, without beautiful homes. Would we feel miserable?
Then we have failed the test. If a person depends on outward, vis-
ible things, that person is not free but enslaved. That person has
the love of money, which is the source of evil.

That is why Jesus told the young rich man to sell all his posses-
sions before he could inherit the kingdom. (See Matthew 19:21.)
The wealthy man failed the test because he loved his riches. He
could not imagine himself without them. You are not free until
you can imagine yourself being happy without all these material
blessings. If you cannot, then you do not really own those things;
they own you.

We often think that people who have money are the ones with
the love of money, and since we do not have much of that valu-
able commodity, we are free. What a deception! It is usually the
other way around. Predominantly, the rich are free from the love
of money, and that is why they have it. They usually do not suf-



fer from the disease of loving money. It is those who constantly
think, dream, and worry about money who are 100 percent ad-
dicted to it.

Now, the rich are certainly not free of their own problems. The
main problem the rich really have is that they often trust in their
riches, making it their fortress instead of God. Hence, the rich
man or woman has a harder time giving out to the poor. We are
not to be servants of money, for that is not our destiny. God calls
us to be masters of money. If money is our master, our lives will
show its fruits: pride, self-centeredness, dishonesty, greed, envy,
and phoniness. No, we are to master money, not the other way
around. Money is merely a tool, a means by which we meet our
needs and accomplish the purposes of God. We must learn to rule
over money, because if money means more to us than just a piece
of paper, we are depending on it too much one way or the other.
What is money, anyway? It is just processed wood or metal, just a
piece of paper. Perhaps that is why the Founding Fathers decided
to put the words “In God we trust” on the front of the U.S. dollar,
meaning, “We don’t trust in this piece of paper, but in God.” Yet
people risk their lives for this treated paper. They serve it instead
of serving the Creator.

We used to have a currency in Ukraine called karbovanez,
which was replaced by the current grivna. Why did the karbo-
vanez cease having value? It no longer has value because the gov-
ernment changed the currency. Germany used to have a currency
called the mark, but now a “mark” is a blurry spot or streak on
a piece of paper. As Christians, we must learn to see our pres-
ent-day currencies the way we see past currencies—as pieces of
paper that no longer have value. I am speaking of value to our
souls. Our inner minds must not rely on the money we have; we



only allow it to serve us and meet our outward needs and resolve
issues of life with no soul attachment whatsoever.

Some people think they have freedom because they have cap-
ital. However, is capitalism or any other “ism” the way out, or is
it all an illusion? We should not be living by the laws of capital-
ism but according to the laws of freedom, the laws of the king-
dom, putting the values of God above all earthly things. When
our earthly lives are over, we will live in eternity by the laws of the
kingdom, but the condition is that we start living by these laws
now.

THE HAZARD OF THE LOVE OF MONEY

What causes people to deceive others and do repulsive things?
The answer so often is the love of money! If we are believers, then
we need to realize that nothing holds us here on Earth. Life is in
Christ Jesus, not money. Then why does a believer need to learn
about finances? We need to learn this so we can be free from the
power of the love of money over us. Only the truth makes us free.
When we understand God’s principles about finances, we can
then sow money to please God and do His will here on Earth. We
want to be free of the love of money so completely that we can
control any amount of it without it perverting us with its influ-
ence. We want to use it for God’s purposes.

There are only two options with money: either it serves you or
you serve it.

talist, free-market countries, because the system of those coun-
tries makes people work hard at jobs, sometimes keeping them
on a leash of ignorance. As a result, we do not know some basic
things about money except how to spend it. We become slaves to
our jobs in the desire to make a good living and end up serving
money. The kingdom of God, however, works differently. It is the
only successful alternative to the system of this world. We must
master money to make it work for us while remaining free from
the world system; we must work for God in order to dominate the
world with the principles of the kingdom of God.

Consider an interesting testimony from a woman I will call
Nicole:

One businessman, who was my husband’s pas-
tor, wrote a very effective syllabus consisting of forty
principles taken from King Solomon’s Proverbs.
King Solomon was wise, wealthy, and had a very clear
head about him. As Christians, we also want to have
clear heads, and we remind God about it while forget-
ting to use our heads. I used to be like that, but after
going through this program dealing with work ethics,
money, character, business, worldview, and every-
thing having to do with everyday life, I realized I did
not have the right knowledge of money and needed to
study, change, and develop.

When God called me to be a missionary, it never
crossed my mind I would ever need to know anything
about finances.

I was so wrong. Ninety percent of the people who
came to me for help had financial problems, and I did
not have answers for them. I could only pray for them,
and [ realized that as a Christian I also had a responsi-
bility to know about finances. I needed to know more



than others did, because as a missionary, I will answer
before God about what I taught people.

I wanted to share the knowledge I had learned in
this curriculum when I first began working in Colom-
bia ten years ago, and now this course is taken by one
hundred and eighteen thousand members of police
departments all across the country, along with sixteen
thousand prison guards. Even prisoners showed an
interest in this program. The government covers all
expenses! Recently we came back from Kenya, where
the mayor of a large city asked for seventy copies of
this course for all his advisors. In Guatemala, thir-
ty-six thousand students go through this program
every year.'

From Nicole’s testimony, we can see that for a Christian, there
are real advantages for knowing the laws of money. In Nicole’s
experience, she is set free to go as a missionary while her invest-
ments work for her and supply her needs. She does not need to
worry about health or life insurance; neither does she need to go
around begging for support. Mastery over money allows her to
serve God while her money works for her. Thousands of people
all over the world, from government leaders to average people in
the market, need to learn financial principles. Even one empow-
ered person can make such a huge difference and help to alleviate
poverty and ignorance in our world.

SHUN FEAR

Do not let failure be an option. Do not be afraid of anything,
including fear of failure itself. It is not failure itself but fear of fail-
ure that is the biggest obstacle on the path to success in a Chris-
tian’s life. Failure makes us stronger, more flexible, and more
decisive, but fear of failure paralyzes one’s thoughts and actions
and hinders us from doing the things required to make it on



the way to success. One young reporter asked Thomas Watson,
the founder of IBM, how he became successful. Mr. Watson an-
swered, “Would you like me to give you a formula for... success?
It’s quite simple, really. Double your rate of failure.” Success is on
the other side of failure, so have courage to move forward.

Millionaires who made their money by plain hard work do not
have a gambling addiction, but they are always ready and willing
to take a well-thought-out risk that leads straight to their set goals
and the achievement of a greater reward. Psychological prepara-
tion is the key because it is the biggest indicator of our readiness
to become prosperous.

Every time you face a risky situation, you should ask, “What
is the worst that can happen if I move forward?” Then, just like J.
Paul Getty, the oil billionaire who made his money the hard way,
make it your assignment to be sure the worst will never happen.
The fact that everyone is afraid of failure is understandable and
legitimate. We are all afraid of poverty and bankruptcy. We are all
afraid of making a big mistake and falling behind. Very wealthy
people who make their own money are usually those who inten-
tionally and consciously resist this fear and take steps accordingly
to move forward.

Ralph Waldo Emerson offered powerful advice when he wrote:

Make it your habit to do things you are afraid of.
If you do what you are afraid of, then your fear dies.
When you are brave, this invisible power rises up in-
side of you and your every act of courage leads to the
increase of your courage, which makes you stronger
and braver when you confront fear in the future. Every
time you do not have a guarantee of success, take a
step and move forward, and your fear will decrease as
your courage and confidence increases. Finally, you



will reach a stage in your life when you are not afraid
of anything.

I think the best moment from the movie Apollo 13 is when
everyone thought they would lose the spaceship and Gene Krantz,
the head of flight control for NASA, declared in a loud voice, “Fail-
ure is not an option!” Our task is to become millionaires who
make our own money to serve kingdom purposes. Our task is to
devote ourselves to this one goal and work at it every day. When
difficulties and fears arise, remember, failure is not an option. We
need to get hold of this mentality, for more than anything else it
will be the guarantee of our financial success.

WHY EVERY CHRISTIAN CAN
AND SHOULD BE A MILLIONAIRE

When I first became a pastor, I was living in comfort—but
never in abundance. Then one day I came in touch with the par-
able of the talents in Matthew chapter 25, and God opened my
eyes. For a period of one year, I meditated on this Scripture pas-
sage, and this led me to discover the need to do more study on the
subject of wealth. Finally, I realized that everyone could become
a millionaire. Before I could preach on this new revelation, how-
ever, and if anyone was going to believe me, I had to prove these
principles by first becoming a millionaire myself. Moreover, I had
to do this without stealing or misappropriating money from the
church that I oversee!

I felt for sure that the rich were rich because they understood
the laws of money, something about which I had to acquire more
knowledge. Therefore, I gave myself two years to convert theory
into actual possession of a million dollars. Using the principles of
wealth creation and following the laws of money I am teaching in
this book, I was able to make my first million U.S. dollars in nine
short months. Today this sort of thing is a common phenomenon



in our church, as over the last two years I have been able to raise
more than two hundred millionaires in the Embassy of God. Prior
to that, every one of those people had an income of less than one
thousand U.S. dollars per month!

Every Christian can be a millionaire, and, actually, it is easy to
become one. It is just a matter of knowing the principles involved.
Becoming a millionaire is not only for some special people who
are born with golden spoons in their mouths. It is for people who
know the true nature of the laws of money and the biblical secret
of success. They have learned to maximize this knowledge in their
lives.

TEN REASONS WHY EVERY

1. God said we should be the head and not the tail,
which means we should be first and not last. (See
Deuteronomy 28:13.)

2. All gold and silver belong to God. As heirs of God,
we have a legal right to it, but it must be used for
His glory.

3.  We are God’s highest creation, and we are com-
manded to possess and dominate the earth. Wealth
plays an important role in fulfilling the command
to dominate the earth.

We have
access to God’s wisdom, favor, empowerment,
and ability to create wealth. (See Deuteronomy
8:18.)

11.  God takes pleasure in the prosperity of His people.
This gives us heaven’s backing to be prosperous
for His glory.

EIGHT REASONS WHY EVERY

1.  We must carry out the Great Commission. (See

A man setting his
mind and his heart on money will be equally dis-
appointed whether he gets it or not. (See Proverbs
11:28; Mark 10:23-25.)

We cultivate our land and keep it. The creation
of wealth enables us to build the great qualities of
managing and protecting wealth.

As one of the righteous, a Christian leaves an in-

heritance to his children’s children. (See Proverbs
13:22.)

It empowers us to fulfill this scriptural legacy and
prepares the future generation for upward success.



PAY GOD FIRST AND YOURSELF SECOND

For anyone to become wealthy, the first thing to learn is to pay
yourself second! Each time we receive our salary, we first pay for
our rent, car, fuel, gas and electricity, and other bills. This means
we are actually paying other people first from our salary. Because
of our money, others are keeping themselves above water. That is
the logic behind commercial advertisement—it is aimed at your
pocket, not at meeting your real needs. It is only when we pay our
creditors or buy from them that they achieve their goal. Mean-
while, we part with our money only to keep on going back to work
and expecting another paycheck.

Then the same thing happens repeatedly. We receive our sala-
ries only to give the money to others, including the grocery store
owner, the gas station owner, the hairdresser, or the property
owner. This is not bad if we actually pay ourselves also, but unfor-
tunately, the vicious cycle of paying others first never ends. This
repetitive system is a deterrent to us. Therefore, it makes all the
sense in the world for the person making the money to pay himself
or herself first after paying God. Whenever we put aside an amount
of money for our future or for our children and prosperity, we are
actually paying ourselves. Any amount we retain from our salary is
the only amount we actually get, and we give everything else away.

Common sense says we must all learn the discipline of sav-
ing a certain amount of money for ourselves before we begin our
spending spree. We must consciously plan to put aside a certain
percentage of our income for our future. Depending on one’s com-
mitment to saving, that amount could range from 10 percent to 50
percent of one’s income. We like to spend, but saving is another
thing entirely. The average savings rate in the United States is neg-
ative .5 percent,* compared to 20 percent in Europe.’ In Japan, it is



even higher.® In America, wealth is evaluated not on what one has
saved in the bank but rather on what is in the yard, in the garage,
or in the house.

I have noticed that people who have not disciplined them-
selves to give tithes and offerings will also find it difficult to disci-
pline themselves to pay themselves. I believe this is because they
have not learned to first pay their essential obligation to God. So



pay God first and yourself second before you begin meeting your

needs.

SEVEN STEPS TO SAVING

Here are seven steps to keep in mind when laying aside money

for your future and the future of your family.

1.

Begin by paying your tithes and offerings as an auto-
matic practice.

It is better if you can inform your bank to automati-
cally transfer funds to your church account.

Instruct your bank to transfer automatically a
designated amount from your paycheck to your

“Pay Myself Second” bank account.

Try paying yourself no less than 10-30 percent of
your normal income, and 80-90 percent of your
extra income.

Whatever percentage you decide to put aside
(not less than what is recommended above), put
it aside consistently.

Putting money aside in savings must become so
automatic that it functions as an automated sys-
tem for you.

Put money saved in a fixed deposit with a guar-
anteed interest rate, such as a bonds deposit, or
use a savings account.

SAVINGS THROUGH



ECONOMIZING YOUR SPENDING

Most people tend to find reasons why they cannot afford to
save. Maybe you are one of them! They often complain of a small
income or expensive bills and other responsibilities that will not
permit them to pay themselves. The truth is, you should not try
saving a large amount immediately, but instead discover that
it is actually time that multiplies money. The problem is not in
how much or how little you earn, but how much or how little
you spend. If you receive a million dollars monthly and spend
as much, then you will never be truly wealthy. What determines
wealth is not how much you receive, but rather how much you
can save. To the extent you are able to reduce your expenses, you
will be able to receive God’s wealth.

The paradox of money is that people tend to spend more than
they earn. The Bible says that when wealth increases, those who
spend it also increase (Eccles. 5:11), but that should not be true
of believers. That is why we must learn by practicing saving, even
while we are earning small amounts of money. If we master this
now, we will be able to save more when we make more. This is a
consumption-oriented society. Yet the Bible teaches us to prepare
for the future with confidence, and to do that we need a realistic
savings plan. Part of trusting God includes saving for the future.

NONESSENTIAL EXPENDITURES

If we determine to save from the amount we would have spent
on nonessential and unnecessary items, we would discover we
could actually become wealthy. Some of us spend excess money
on expensive boutiques, expensive restaurants, mobile phones,
flashy clothes, first-class transportation, and so on. There is a



long list of unessential expenditures we all waste money on daily.
Think of your own list.

We can all save five to ten dollars daily simply by refraining
from non compulsory daily expenditures. A daily cup of coftee
could cost three dollars or more, and a muffin to go with that cof-
fee another two dollars. Candy or chewing gum or other cash-reg-
ister items might add another couple of dollars, and then soda
could be another two to three dollars. If we spend money on un-
necessary things every day, it could total up to as much as one
hundred fifty dollars per month, or two thousand dollars each
year. What would happen if we put that same money into an
account yielding a 10 percent annual return? In forty years, we
could earn close to a million dollars. Savings can add up that dra-
matically. Let’s examine some calculations below.

SAVINGS ADD UP

If you begin saving $5 each day that you would normally spend
on nonessentials, in one week you would save $35, and in one
month, $150. In one year this would amount to around $1,825. If
you include 10 percent compounded interest monthly, you could
anticipate the following accumulated wealth:

o Two years—$3,967

o Fiveyears—$11,616

o Ten years—$30,727

 Fifteen years—$62,171

With 10 percent interest compounded monthly and a monthly

investment of $300 ($10 a day for thirty days), after one year, the
total would be $3,770. The totals continue to rise with each year:

o Two years—$7,934

o Five years—$23,231

o Tenyears—$61,453



o Fifteen years—$124,341

o Thirty years—$678,146

o FPorty years—$1,897,224

Does it seem impossible to invest $300 to $400 each month for

your future? Then begin with $100 per month, an amount almost
anyone can afford to set aside. Investing just $100 per month will
reap huge benefits for you at retirement age, a time when you will
no longer have the strength to labor. If you save $100 cash per
month for forty years, you have only saved $48,000 at retirement.
However, if you invest $100 per month at 6 percent interest com-
pounded monthly (just leaving the money there to compound),
the earnings would be $199,150, four times more than you could
save in cash. Remember, this return reflects using only a fixed-de-
posit banking account. The money earned is apart from one’s sal-
ary, business, stock investments, and so forth.

THE CULTURE OF SAVINGS
AND INVESTMENTS

1.  Keep some part of your earnings for your future.
This is the “pay yourself second” principle.

2.  Tento 50 percent of your salary should go to work
for you. Money in the purse is only gratifying to
the soul; so put more of your money into your sav-
ings plan and less in your purse for immediate and
easy spending.

3. Learn to live according to your purse (i.e., what
you eventually have left after servicing your sav-
ings plan), and learn to live on less than your sal-

ary.



4. Don’t be in a hurry to invest. Take great caution
so that you do not lose your money. Remember,
quick gain is deceptive. Many have said that if you
want to make a million dollars, you have to endure
a million dollars’ worth of pain. Gain usually takes
time. The first principle of investment is securing
the principles of righteousness and honesty.

5. Analyze your priorities. Discipline yourself to
save and invest, and thereby later attain increasing
wealth. Money cannot quench desires; only disci-
pline can tame desire.

6.  Develop a budget, and live by it. A budget defends
your priorities from casual wishes, and it helps to
differentiate between the two.

7. Save for uncertain times such as old age or unex-
pected circumstances. (See 1 Timothy 5:8; 6:10.)

8.  Accumulate wealth first in small amounts, then
larger amounts as you learn and become more ca-
pable. Your goals should be simple and definite.

9. Befocused, and concentrate your efforts to acquire
more information, new networks, strategies for
better service, and cheaper and better products.

10.  Beware oflending out money. You are not a bank,
so do not bring others” burdens on yourself.

PRINCIPLES OF WEALTH CREATION

Money is not necessarily what you should desire. The crucial
thing is wealth. Keep in mind that money is not the same thing as
wealth. Wealth pertains to all the things we want and need, things
like food, clothes, cars, houses, and so on. Money is a recent in-



vention, but wealth has been here for many thousands of years.
You can have wealth without necessarily having money. For ex-
ample, if you could have all the things wealth brings, you certainly
would not need money. In many ways, it really does not matter
how much money you have, especially if you are in a place where
you cannot spend it. Then why does the subject of money always
arise when talking about prosperity, wealth, and riches? Money
is the way we move wealth, and money is necessary in a modern
world where you have to buy most things from someone else. The
one who understands the laws of money—multiplication, reten-
tion, diligence—is on the way toward wealth.

Here are some principles of wealth creation:

1. Know your passion, know your love, and know
what really gets you excited.

2. Study hard and obtain the best knowledge possi-
ble in your area of calling.

3. Look for opportunities to build great relationships.

4. Make sure you are seeking to resolve problems
and give good service. Think of whom your
knowledge can benefit, and render your services
to them. Make sure you can offer something to



the people you know. Focus on helping each per-
son to resolve at least one problem.

5. Find out how much money and how many prop-
erties you have, and turn everything into invest-
ments or assets.

6. Make sure to keep some part of your earnings for
the future.
7. Make sure that you invest 10 to 30 percent of all

your earnings (50 percent if possible).

8. Cut down on your expenses and invest the rest.

9. Make sure you have a mentor. Find competent
people who can lead you in the process of wealth
creation.

10.  Reach for success by developing your passions,

desires, and drive to make money.

11.  Get to know the laws of money and follow them.
Money comes to those who understand it.

12.  Know that self-discipline is the greatest asset and
the number one rule of wealth creation. To cre-
ate lasting wealth, you must be able to master and
discipline yourself so that you can adequately
follow the laws of money and wealth creation.

Now that you have read most of this second chapter, where
I've endeavored to prove to you that becoming a millionaire is not
a big deal, I would like to challenge you to stop here and repeat
all the truths and principles you have been given above. Sit down



and analyze your financial situation, and task yourself on the new
things you have learned so far.

For example, make up your mind on how much you want to
put aside weekly or monthly from your income. Moreover, take
another step further by investigating the best financial institutions
that could likewise give you the best returns on your money.

In short, try to put into immediate practice what you have
learned so far before you are engulfed by other truths in this book.
Remember: knowledge is nothing until it is established by action.

CHAPTER THREE

MONEY DOES NOT
MAKE YOU RICH

Do not love money! Love God; love your family; love friends
and neighbours! Love people, but never love money! When you
fall in love with money, it possesses you. By itself, money does not
truly make you rich. It is neutral. That is why we need to acquire
moral wealth before acquiring large amounts of money. Most
people do the opposite. They put all their energy into amassing
monetary wealth while ignoring the development of their charac-
ter. The end result is that instead of them controlling their money,
the money begins to control them.

Money also enslaves. If we are not prepared to manage wealth
and riches, they will eat us alive. This may be difficult for some
to believe, but it is nonetheless true: money will not make you
happy. We use money to solve certain problems, which may pro-
duce a temporary sense of fulfilment or happiness, but it is never a
true source of a joyful life—Christ is. If anyone thinks people are
unhappy because of a lack of money, they are gravely mistaken.
The reason many are unhappy is because either they have not un-
derstood the basic truths of life, or they simply refuse to live by
them. For those convinced money is required for happiness, they
need to know that mammon itself is responsible for this deceit.

If the concept of money is to work for you and not against you,
you must grasp these three crucial facts: money does not make
you rich, money enslaves, and money will not make you happy. A
fourth and similar principle says that God entrusts money to the
pure in heart. “Now godliness with contentment is great gain” (1



Tim. 6:6). In the world at large, even evil and unscrupulous peo-
ple make money, but it possesses and controls them. Therefore,
everyone who wishes to attain lasting financial prosperity has to
work on developing a righteous and pure heart.

Righteousness is true wealth, for it is the possession of God’s
character. Whoever possesses this character trait is content, no
matter how much money they have or do not have. Righteous
men and women fear the Lord and follow His commandments,
and when they do, evil cannot touch them. The entire world’s
wealth could never corrupt a righteous person, because the righ-
teous rule over wealth and not the other way around. Money nei-
ther controls nor dominates them. They are free to use and chan-
nel it as God’s Spirit directs them without the fear of loss.

I want to tell you a sad story. There was a young woman who
loved to shop. She could not pass by any department store or bou-
tique in the mall without going in and buying something. Nei-
ther her first nor her second husband could satisfy her desire for
shopping. Her third husband, however, was a millionaire who did
not bother her about her expenses. Excited about her unending
stream of resources, she went on a spending spree. She bought
anything and everything she wanted. She even went shopping in
London, Paris, and Zurich. Even though she bought everything
she coveted, in the end she was still not satisfied. You see, it was
not the money or the things it could buy for her—there was an
empty space inside that only God could fill. In the search for a
beautiful life, this woman became a drug addict.

This story repeats itself every day across America. How many
times have we seen relatively poor people become rich overnight
after winning the lottery, only to lose it all in a few short years?
Not only do many of these lottery winners lose all their money,
but also some even end up having their properties confiscated and
become debtors. Unable to overcome the despair of having to re-



turn to their former lives without money, some have even taken
their lives.

The verse says, “Godliness with contentment...” By content-
ment, we mean a deep gratitude and appreciation to God for
where we currently are and with what we currently have. The
ability to be content is a quality that should be valued more than
gold. Whoever has this trait is already a wealthy person. That rich
young woman in the story above lacked contentment with the
way things were. She could not be content, for in the end nothing
satisfied her.

If God sees that we are not content with what we have, He will
definitely not entrust us

with more. If we are not e

isfaction. That is the

logic behind the love of money—the more you have, the more

you want. We need to train ourselves to be righteous and become

prosperous in our souls before seeking financial prosperity.
Many people pride themselves as righteous when they have

nothing. However, I have seen repeatedly that riches can bring

out the true color of people. If we already have certain assets, then

we should search our hearts and see how content we are with

what we have. Inner discontentment and frustration are reasons

enough to stop expecting further financial blessings, at least for

now. Of course, one can go out into the world and start making

money by worldly means, but in the end, this is not the solution.



Money will destroy us if that is all we are seeking. Money should
bless and not kill its possessor.

Before God trusts us with money, we need to learn to see it
as any other useful tool, like a simple piece of paper. Consider
yourself successful if large sums of money do not excite you or
cause you to become greedy. There are people who cannot control
themselves when they see money in front of them. Try to give an
unprepared man a million dollars, and he will most likely destroy
himself.

AMIFREE ORNOT?

The mere fact of not having much money does not mean we
have overcome greed. How do we identify our true feelings? Just
consider the prospect of having millions of dollars, and imagine
how you would feel. How do you feel when you think about com-
ing into large sums of money overnight? Do you usually envy lot-
tery winners or people who just suddenly got lucky with money?
When you look at stacks of large bills, how does it make you feel?

If you feel indifferent, then you have victory over money. If you
failed the test, maybe you should think twice about asking God for
big money. Thankfully, He loves us too much to entrust us with
large amounts of it before we are ready. God does not want us to
suffer, and therefore He does not bring money our way unless and
until we are ready for it. If God is to trust us with wealth, we must
get rid of all the passion and excitement we hide in our hearts for
money. That is the source of true financial victory, not the money
itself.

As for me, I learned to live my life in a way that money does
not rule over me. That is why in the time of need, money always
comes to me. My thoughts are not about money, and I am con-
stantly aware that I have authority over it. Some people will not
even leave their house without money. This seems to be a big-



He realized we did not understand the principles of
God. My husband came home a new man, thanking
God for taking him through this terrible embarrass-
ment of jail to build him up as a Christian.

We went for pastoral counseling and found out that
having bad debts is a curse. My husband and I were
encouraged to take a very important step. We made a
list of people to whom we owed money, and another
list of people who owed us money. With the second
list, we sincerely forgave our debtors, which was a very
difficult thing to do, considering people owed us thou-
sands of dollars. Still, God provided the grace for us to
show grace to others. Without Him, we could not and
would not have done it. For the first list, we decided
we had to pay all our debts back. Because we did not
know how to do it, we started attending Joshua Bible
Institute, one of the ministries of our church.

In order to study and still support our children,
we needed money, and, as if matters were not bad
enough, we lost our car. Then I was forced to sell an
apartment I owned (before we came to God, I bought
an apartment because we were going to get divorced).
My husband was trying to convince me to sell it, but
I was fighting inside because I was afraid of losing
something that belonged to me personally. At that
time, we learned of a cost-effective business, where we
had to invest

money. While I was reading the Bible, God showed
me a verse in the Book of Proverbs, and it burned in
my spirit: “ ... gain wisdom and whatever it costs gain
understanding” (Prov. 4:7). I realized I did not have
this kind of wisdom, but I was wise enough to hand
these things over to God. It all belonged to Him any-
way, and He knew what to do with it. So we sold my
apartment, used the money to get out of some debt,



and bought a car. With the remaining money, we in-
vested in the business I mentioned, leaving a small re-
serve for ourselves.

Very soon thereafter we were without money again.
Having invested in business, we trusted people who in
six months were gone with our money, and we could
not find them. Praise God that in this predicament we
learned to trust Him and be thankful for the experi-
ence we had. After we had been faithfully serving God
in our new ministry of church planting, we forgot we
had debtors—and that is exactly when they paid us
back all the money they owed us. At this point in our
walk with God, we realized that our primary invest-
ment should be in the kingdom of God.

During my study at the Joshua Bible Institute, my
leader prayed for me and declared that I would only
use 10 percent of my income and give the rest to God.
Disturbed by this, I wondered who gave her the right
to manage my own money. Nevertheless, the seed of
the word was planted. Now we see the 90 percent as
extra, so it is our desire to use only 10 percent of our
income and give the rest for God’s kingdom. Our fi-
nancial situation was getting better when my husband
and I decided to become missionaries.

But the devil was mad. The next thing we knew,
there was another lawsuit filed against my husband.
The man suing us claimed we owed him money that
we never borrowed. Even so, my husband insisted
we pay the money he was asking for, and we did. We
were not concerned because we never took his money,
and we left everything in the hands of God. The Lord
blessed us so much that we were able to pay him what



he demanded, and we even paid extra for his “emo-
tional damages” too. Now

this man is our friend, and he listens to our advice
and studies the Word of God. Even the judge who
heard the case was also willing to listen to the gospel.
We now know that the legal situation was a special
way to reach those people’s hearts. Besides,

Jesus said that whoever wants to take your tunic,
give him your cloak too (Matt. 5:40), and that is ex-
actly what we did.

God gave us more blessings than we could have
ever hoped for. After we paid the money we did not
owe, God performed a miracle. Someone who owed
us a large amount of money called and repaid us. In
the Spirit, we had already forgiven him and never ex-
pected the return of the money. It had been two years
since we sold my apartment, and by this time, we had
already paid close to 90 percent of our debts. After
going through all these trials, we became truly rich. A
spiritual wealth precedes material wealth, and we are
no longer dependent on money anymore.

Praise God for raising and blessing people the way He
does.

It is a sad thing that when many come to God, they
think that prayer alone is going to make everything
well. Yet there are things prayer cannot replace, such
as knowledge applied. God will give us blessings and
opportunities as an answer to prayer, no question
about that, but if we are not ready, we will not be able
to exploit the opportunity. In order to manipulate
money and achieve wealth, we need knowledge and
skills.

God knows our level of preparation, and He knows
what we will do with money when He entrusts us with



it. He knows whether we will invest it or go on a friv-
olous vacation. When opportunities do not come our
way, I think God just pretends not to hear our prayers.
We need to study and learn so we can be ready for
God to bless us.

This testimony touched in detail some of the truths I have
mentioned earlier in this book. It also confirms that it is not wise
for us as individuals to lend out money as a practice. Do you see
all the trouble that this sister and her family had to go through just
because of ignorance in this area?

GIVE, BUT DON’T LEND

Jesus said we should not refuse those who ask of us. In this pas-
sage, He was talking about giving to those who ask of us when we
are in the position to actually give. If you are not in a position to
give because your money is engaged or under obligation, it is bet-
ter to explain this to the person asking for money. Alternatively,
you can give a certain amount rather than lend.

The Bible says we are to lend and not borrow. Yes, even though
this injunction is true for us today, still there are mechanisms and
structures that are already in place in our societies that enable a
legal financial institution to actually lend out money to borrow-
ers. In this case, a believer who wants this scripture to come to
fulfillment in his life must also endeavor to do so in the context
of the laws of the society. That is to say, if you want to lend out
money, you should either own a bank or credit union or some
other kind of licensed credit institution. The reason this is neces-
sary, is because there are laws working to protect the interests of
lenders when they are licensed as with banks and other financial
institutions.

It is not always easy for individuals who lend out money. It is
even worse when this money is lent out to your close friends and



relatives, because there is no quicker way to start a fight than to
lend your money out to friends and relatives.

The second testimony is from Sister Victoria:

The Lord has been teaching me the principles of
money from Scripture for six years now. One of many
scriptures that God showed me is Luke 19:13, where
it says, “So he called ten of his servants, delivered to
them ten minas [%o of a talent], and said to them, ‘Put
this money to work till I come.” The Bible does not say
“spend it.” What it says is put it to work, or “invest it.”

We are supposed to use whatever God entrusts
to us according to His perfect will and not our own
needs. God gave me this revelation as well as an op-
portunity to practice it: Money is not for spending but
for investing.

It all began on a very sad note when my husband
died. He had quite a high position in the society, and
he was one of the best directors of the National Bank
of Ukraine. My husband managed money very well,
and while he was alive, I relied on him entirely. Then
he died. When I was alone, with children, God began
to teach me to rely only on Him. My children went
to the best schools abroad, and it cost a great deal of
money. God blessed them, but I was the channel of
those blessings, because I trusted the Lord. Even in
the worst financial situations, I would only contact
people for prayer, not for money.

Once I asked a pastor to pray with me for my finan-
cial crisis, which I felt could be solved if the apartment
I owned could be leased out. We prayed and nothing
happened. I had many brokers come through with
potential clients, but there was no deal.

Then I realized that everything I had, including
my house, should serve the Lord. My friend and I



fasted and prayed in that apartment for forty days,
and during that time, I received a revelation that the
house was indeed God’s home, that He wanted it for
His work, and that His glory was going to dwell there.
Suffice it to say, we never leased the house.

You might ask where I got the money to educate
my children. The Lord had a harvest for me. All my
life I was a giver. I used to sow anything I could give
away, including money. At first, I did not understand
the principle of sowing and reaping, but I had a desire
on the inside to give. God was adding to my knowl-
edge and teaching me the principles of money man-
agement and the multiplication of finances. I always
come to the Lord with my needs. I always prayed,
humbled myself, and asked the Lord what to do with
money. Only four years after my husband’s death,
after multiplying the seed and receiving approval
from God, I was able to relax and go on vacation.

When God gave me something, He would say, “I
trust you with this, but remember it is Mine, and I
want you to use it the way I tell you.” After I received
profit, I would pray and fast to find out how the Lord
wanted me to use the profit, how much I should leave
for seed money, and how much I could keep for

myself. Even during the toughest financial times,
I did not dare touch any of the seed money. That is a
law. Otherwise, what was I going to sow the next day?
I do not just mean by sowing only giving out to bless
other people, but more importantly, I mean planting
seeds of money in different business opportunities
and ventures.

I always prayed when looking for a way out of dif-
ficult situations, and God never failed to reach out to
me, teach me, and lead me to solutions. Four years
ago, I received a vision for creating a Christian bank



that would operate with biblical principles. All profit
had to go to the kingdom of God. For the last six years,
the trial years, I have been learning to listen to God
and not to my desires and wishes. Now I am ready to
do what the Lord tells me to do.

From these testimonies, it is obvious that the difference be-
tween financial success and catastrophe is how much we choose
to abide by the laws of money.

CHAPTER SEVEN

OVERCOMING
FINANCIAL
ILLITERACY AND
IGNORANCE

Before moving on to new themes, let me reiterate some things
I have already discussed up to this point. Knowledge is the key
word when it comes to finances, because money comes to those
who have the knowledge of what to do with it. The Lord will not
entrust money to those who will only spend it on daily needs and
even charity. It is pointless to trust someone like that with money,
for this would be the same thing as trusting the foolish and un-
faithful servant. Do you remember what the Lord said to the ser-
vant who brought ten talents? Since the servant multiplied what
he was originally trusted with, Jesus said he would be trusted with
even more.

Without the faithfulness to multiply what we have, God can-
not trust us with more. The concept is multiplying, not spending.
Only money’s overflow is for spending. Investing money to pro-
duce an overflow is an action God calls wise and faithful. Spend-
ing everything to the last cent, even on charity, is what God calls
foolishness. We should not spend money before multiplying it.
We are free to spend money only after we have invested it and



have received a profit. We can spend profit, but never our original
capital. That is wisdom in money management.

ASSETS AND LIABILITIES

There are two types of expenses: expenses on capital needs,
and expenses on concurrent needs. In financial terms, this refers
to assets and liabilities. You buy either liabilities or assets, and you
spend money either multiplying assets or multiplying liabilities.
Another way to say this is that assets put money into your pocket
through your basic investment and do not require you to keep
spending to maintain the investment. Liabilities are those things
that require you to keep spending. They take money from your
pocket after an initial investment. What I want to stress is this:
Never invest in liabilities, but only in assets.

On one of my visits to the United States, I met a pastor from
Africa who was celebrating a major event in his church. Eight
families from the church bought their own houses and no lon-
ger had to spend money on rent anymore. They had been sav-
ing money to buy a house for fifteen years after having arrived in
America. Now they were rejoicing. About 90 percent of us would
do the same thing. These people spent fifteen years of saving and
celebrated the fact they would not have to rent houses anymore.
They spent all their savings buying their first homes.

Rich people, however, would never tell you to spend money
like that. They buy houses and cars and other expensive items, but
not by using their original capital. They use profit from invest-
ments that have produced ten times their original capital amount.
They do not spend their last money on liabilities, on expenses
that do not produce more money for them, and they never use
borrowed money to do so. Borrowed money is only to multiply
capital! The rich would rather rent out that house for money flow
and live in a more modest apartment until the house generates



enough to buy additional assets—another house, or even several
other houses.

Yet these families who spent their life savings on homes still
live in those homes, which lead to more liabilities. They pay for
the maintenance of the house and meet their bank loans every
month. But they do not make money on the house. Most people
would have handled this like my fellow Africans. They spend their
last money buying houses and remain poor for the rest of their
lives while paying off debts. In essence, they have become slaves
to these houses and banks, sometimes working two or three jobs
just to keep up.

In our modern society, people are of the opinion that fulfill-
ment and success mean owning things, such as your own home
and car. It is not wrong to own these things, but only after you
have multiplied seed or capital. Non-multiplying seed expense
does not produce profit, and it is not the way to go. It is merely
buying liabilities and spending multiplied liabilities. When we
live in the house we have purchased, we are increasing our liabil-
ities because, apart from paying the mortgage (with interest) to
the bank, we are adding to the cost of the house through main-
tenance and upkeep. In the end, this increases the overall cost.
It would, therefore, be more beneficial to rent out the house and
rent a smaller apartment, so that the tenant in your house ends up
paying the expense of the house—mortgage costs, related bills,
and so on. It is even possible that the rent the tenant pays for your
house is able to further cover the cost of the rented apartment. In
this way, your house is in no way a liability but becomes a source
of income in addition to being a long-term investment.

The second kind of expense is for capital. When purchasing a
house and then renting it out, you keep on receiving money from
the house through rentals and savings. This is a capital investment
of assets. Some people are very proud that they can get a loan to
buy a car, but what happens if that car is involved in a crash the



next day? There would be nothing to be proud of then. Buying a
car for personal use with a loan or even from your savings and
then having to spend money to maintain it is foolish. This is a
liability.

It is a different thing when using saved or loaned money to
buy a car that is not for personal purposes. For example, the car
becomes a capital investment if one uses it as a taxi. If one has
money for only one car or one house, then that person is not
prepared to live in that house or to drive that car. Rent an apart-
ment for now. Walk or take public transportation—do whatever
it takes, but invest your capital. While renting out the house, you
could actually take out a loan or mortgage from the bank using
the house as surety, and then use the money from the rent to pay
off the percentage to the bank. That is why knowledge is the key
word when talking about finances.

We think knowledge is found only in universities. Of course,
universities teach theory, but unfortunately, they do not teach
you how to make money. Most business schools teach students
how to manage a business, not own one—how to manage wealth,
not create it. Which of the two will be the one with money—the
manager or the owner? One cannot always obtain financial edu-
cation in schools, but people experienced in wealth creation can
certainly provide education. Hence, a financial mentor is a major
key to financial freedom.

REALIZATION OF PERSONAL
WORTH IS A STEP TO PROSPERITY

The 5 percent of people who own 95 percent of the money in
the world hold the keys to prosperity—but they hold them in se-
cret. These people only very reluctantly divulge wealth-creation
information, and they are often the ones who create the financial
system for the rest of the 95 percent of people on Earth. Because



of their accumulated wealth, they hold important positions, and
society holds them in high regard, making their influence great
enough to preserve the status quo. The 95 percent of the popula-
tion will continue working for the increase of resources for these
wealthiest 5 percent.

The truth is that most wealthy people are not interested in giv-
ing away their secrets on wealth creation to others. In the king-
dom of God, where love reigns, things should be different. I am
therefore using this means to appeal to Christian businesspeople
and other wealthy individuals reading this book to make it their
life goal to liberate others less fortunate than they are from finan-
cial slavery and bondage.

There is a story about a president of a large bank who visited
one of his millionaire clients, and they got into an argument on
the philosophy of money. The millionaire told the banker he did
not know what he was talking about. The banker got very defen-
sive, saying, “I have been the most successful graduate of Har-
vard Business School for the last twenty-five years! I have the
largest bank in the country!” In response to this, the millionaire
answered, “That’s why you are working for me. You are my clerk
because you are the best. Despite your degree, you do not know
how money works. Harvard is for people like you. They teach you
to manage someone else’s money. Without me, you do not have a
job.” The moral of the story is that the person who knows how will
always control those who only know what.

Go anywhere you like to obtain a business degree, but in all
likelihood, you will still be knocking on the door of the rich, ask-
ing for a job when you graduate. People with money control and
determine how much we earn, and as long as we work for a salary,
we depend on money. However, there are many ways to make
money when we start applying kingdom principles. It is better
and more lucrative to know how to create money than how to



service it. The person who only knows what to do with money is at
the mercy of those who know how to make and how to manage it.

I am sure many of you have been wondering about the strategy
or secret that helped me raise two hundred millionaires in two
years. One of the secrets is what I will touch on in this part of
the book. It is one thing to know the principles, but it is another
thing to maximize both the knowledge and the opportunities as
they come. In the Club 1000 we created in Kyiv, with chapters
established all over the world, we ask successful businesspeople
to come and teach their experiences to the young and upcoming.
We go beyond this, however. We ask them to share actual busi-
ness opportunities with the young brothers and sisters.

For example, one of our business leaders in the real estate in-
dustry has a successful company posting a profit of over a mil-
lion U.S. dollars each month. He is a “member of the club,” and,
as such, has opened doors for younger entrepreneurs by giving
them his franchise, the services of his experts, the advice of his
lawyers, and other things—almost for free, or for minimum com-
pensation. He does this because he knows we are operating by the
kingdom principles of love—do for others as you wish for them
to do to you. Even more important is the training we’re giving
these young people, teaching them not to love money or acquire
wealth for status or any other purposes other than expansion of
the kingdom of God.

We have several other senior business executives in the church
who have helped, mentored, and groomed other Christian mil-
lionaires. In fact, if you are a member of Club 1000, you must take
responsibility for raising up at least ten other millionaires in the
next two to five years.

A particular brother is training over two hundred ordinary
Christians with the goal of making them millionaires in the next
five years. He himself was just a manager in a shoe shop only
three years ago, where he was earning just three hundred dollars



a month. Today, his business is running into a hundred million
U.S. dollars.

AN EXERCISE IN FUTILITY?

Is this strikingly worldly exercise in wealth creation mere van-
ity, as Solomon said? I agree that accumulation of wealth for the
sake of arrogance is futile. As I have mentioned already in this
book, if we are rich toward God and are committed to using our
wealth to advance the kingdom agenda of God, then money can
be a useful tool to establish righteousness on the earth.

To me, personally, it is an indictment to see so-called pros-
perity teachers begging for money over the television or in their
mailings. It doesn’t speak well of our God when even genuine
ministers who are doing great work for God have to keep on
stretching their hands out as beggars to the ridicule of the whole
world. Solomon indeed is right when he said that money answers
all things. If all silver and gold belong to God, then we should not
be lazy in exploring the secrets of its creation in order to glorify
our heavenly Father. It is just good stewardship for Christians to
control the resources of the earth if the earth and all its fullness
belong to our God.

Galatians 4:1-2 says, “Now I say that the heir, as long as he is
the child, does not differ at all from a slave, though he is master of
all, but is under guardians and stewards until the time appointed
by the father.”

As long as we remain financial babies and not sons, we shall
continuously be at the mercy of other people, guardians, and
stewards who are more matured in financial terms than we are.
These people might not be using their knowledge to benefit us,
but rather to increase themselves! They use our ignorance to en-



rich themselves—to dominate and rule over us in financial mat-
ters because we remain ignorant and naive.

To be a part of the world’s richest 5 percent, what must we
have? Having a college or university degree obviously is helpful
and important, but that is not enough to become wealthy. We
need to have the greater knowledge and experience that comes
from God. We need to become God’s representatives in finances
and bring back His gold and silver. We need to make money so
we can use it for the kingdom of God on Earth and for the deliv-
erance of people the devil holds bound in sin and unbelief. The
world cannot teach us how to make money. It can teach us how to
work and manage finances, but it does not encourage us to own
them. That is why Christians must not be satisfied by just giving
out money to churches or lofty Christian ministries. The best
stewardship of all is to raise up others to be successful.

We are still only managers, even if our salary is fifty thousand
dollars each month. A salary like that may feed the ego, but it
does not make anyone financially free. Maybe we can upgrade
our Ford to a Mercedes, and maybe we can afford to move out
of our apartment into a mansion and send our children to good
private schools, but all of that is just constantly creating expenses
that lead to bigger and bigger liabilities. After having spent all our
money and watching our bills rise, we are back to square one.

The 5 percent keep others—even professionals and educated
people— working for them to increase the owner’s money and
keep on managing it for them. Even if one’s salary goes up, so
do expenses, which binds us to our jobs even more. Where do
we spend our paychecks? Probably in the stores owned by the 5
percent. In this way, the money circles back to them again. We
must begin to derive joy from seeing other Christians come out
of poverty and begin to enjoy the abundance of the sons of God.

Banks offer enticing conditions for loans and credit cards, but
then we are stuck paying fees and exorbitant interest rates, and



the money goes right back where it came from. When taking a
loan, we need to be smart so that we can use it to our advantages
and not end up being enslaved. In short, we need to know the
laws of money. Banks offer the most appealing loans, and the rich
behind the money are counting on people’s ignorance to take the
loans. Who created such a system? It was the same 5 percent who
control the majority of money all over the world. As children of
God, we need to break out of this cycle and become free in our
minds through knowing the whys and hows of money. Because of
these teachings in our church, we now send out at least ten full-
time missionaries every month, who mostly finance themselves
for the missions work they are doing. This is because they have
their investments working for them while they work for God.

Rich people do not take loans for liabilities—that is, for ex-
penses they use on themselves that do not earn them more money.
Poor people do this, and when they do, the poor get poorer while
the rich get richer. The rich only spend their money to buy as-
sets or resources that create more wealth for them, and they only
buy liabilities where there are already assets in place to serve the
expenses.

THE MIND: AN AREA OF
FINANCIAL SLAVERY

Knowledge is a great source of power. Whoever increases
knowledge also increases power. People who know the laws of
money and how they work—as well as how the financial system
of the world works— can make, save, and multiply money more
easily than the uninitiated. The world’s system of money is de-
signed in such a way that 95 percent of the population struggles
and fights for a piece of bread. They kill themselves trying to get
some of the rare and scarce resources of the earth. The only force
that can break the yoke, however, is taking the time and energy



to become knowledgeable about money. I am not talking about
taking on the world’s system. There is a huge difference between
seeking the world’s knowledge and taking on the world’s char-
acter. I am talking about mastering the laws of money so we can
begin living our financial lives by these laws, thus crossing over
from lack to surplus. We begin to dominate money to gain greater
influence for the kingdom of God, and break the stronghold of
poverty over individuals and societies. The most exciting advan-
tage of wealth is that it gives us the opportunity to break free from
the slavery of “salary work” while we labor for God through our
calling and gifting.

“Good understanding gains favor, but the way of the unfaith-
ful is hard. Every prudent man acts with knowledge, but a fool
lays open his folly” (Prov. 13:15-16). A good mind is developed
and filled with knowledge that comes from God and His truth.
We need to understand what makes us slaves and refute it. This
world has a lot of money, much more than all of humanity needs.
No one will teach you in a university where the money is or how
it functions, because professors are also clerks, just as their stu-
dents will be when they graduate. They do not know how to create
wealth. On our own, we need to study the experiences of those
who have money on the one hand and knowledge of the laws of
God and what Scripture says about money on the other hand. Let
us be armed with knowledge and remember that the kingdom of
God is taken by force (Matt. 11:12).

Do not think that after you pray for twenty-four hours, angels
will bring money to your doorstep. The way of the ignorant is dif-
ficult. Yes, we need to pray; that is inherent in the spiritual life.

However, we also need to work hard to develop a sound mind
and a good understanding— which is the beginning of success.
Often when we see and interact with rich people, we merely beg
them for money or a job instead of learning from them how they
developed wealth. In the end, it is better to learn from people who



already understand the laws and principles of money than to con-
tinually receive money from them. It is better and wiser to learn
how to grow rice than to beg for it all the time.

I teach my pastors that they should never hang around wealthy
individuals in the hope
those people will bring
in tithes. That by itself is
slavery. Rather, I tell

e best steward
ship of all is to raise
up others to be

them to ask the wealthy successful

individuals to come and

teach the church the act

of making money. The

knowledge and secrets

of wealth creation are much more important than any amount of
monetary handouts from anybody.

Proverbs 13:15 teaches: “Good understanding gains favor, but
the way of the unfaithful is hard.” The word unfaithful refers to
the ignorant. The way of the ignorant is hard; they do not study,
they do not learn, and theydo not have. We need to ask the Lord
to help us develop good minds filled with knowledge and un-
derstanding. On our own time we can find any information by
searching, and this includes financial information. Begin to mas-
ter information about money and finances, and research for it ev-
erywhere. The prudent works with knowledge, and money goes
to those who know what it is and how it works. Knowledge is like
a magnet for money—attracting wealth, and total dependence
on the Holy Spirit leads us so we do not make mistakes with the
knowledge we obtain.

On the contrary, in ignorance a fool reveals his foolishness.
Ecclesiastes 10:15 says, “A fool’s work wearies him; he does not
know the way to town” (niv). We must examine what very suc-
cessful people have to say about money, even if they are unbeliev-
ers. Anybody who has conquered wealth and money must know



the hows by which money works, and we should study them, bal-
ancing their thinking with God’s Word. We cannot read only the
Bible to know the laws of money. To think that way is to deny that
God has already given the knowledge to some. We need to learn
from them!

The science of money creation has developed over centuries,
and we can possess all that knowledge just by learning. If we only
want to read the Bible, we deny the work God has done over the
centuries through other great men and women in history.

The labor of a fool makes him tired, and his life is difficult be-
cause he lacks knowledge and does not know where he is going.
Everything will make us weary if we do not have knowledge. The
life of an ignorant person is hard, and so is the life of a financially
ignorant person who does not understand financial laws. Any-
where ignorance exists, there is an open door to a difficult life.

One of the great tragedies of the charismatic movement is that
it did not empower church members with the financial knowl-
edge to help them create lasting wealth. Most of the teachings of
this movement focused on subjective feelings, motivation, inspi-
ration, and faith building. Sadly, knowledge was actually discour-
aged and considered something worldly. A significant number
of churches in the charismatic movement actually require those
who are recognized professionals in their chosen fields to set aside
their sound, time-tested methods and principles of their field in
exchange for their pastors “anointed” but baseless instructions.
This is seen in recent financial scandals involving the loss of signif-
icant sums of church finances arising out of poor business invest-
ment decisions inspired by ignorant church leaders in some mega
churches. Even church members were coerced upon instruction
and enticement by their church leaders to subscribe and invest
in ventures that ended up going belly up. In one particular case,
when the business went under, church members were further en-



couraged to discharge the debts underwritten by certain church
leaders in the hope that they would receive a blessing from God.

Consequently, our churches are full of financial illiterates, and
this is true even in the so-called prosperity churches. The only
prosperity they teach is inspiring people to give. In most of the
cases [ cited earlier, people in the pews remain poor despite all
their giving and all the promises made to them. If a church is to
teach on kingdom prosperity, some basic topics must be in focus.
The book you now hold is a summarized form of the teachings I
did in my church for two solid years, teachings that brought the
financial abundance so many of our members are now enjoying.

DOING AWAY WITH
FINANCIAL IGNORANCE

Doing away with financial ignorance is the task of local
churches. One of the primary obligations of the local church is to
set the captives free, free even from financial bondage. We do not
learn this freedom only by giving tithes and offerings to the church
or pastor. The church should also teach how to create wealth. Un-
fortunately, most churches and most television preachers teach
that giving is the only way to prosperity. This is only half true.
Prosperity comes by following financial laws, including giving,
but not giving only.

In the beginning, our congregation did not have much money,
and we did not know anything about the way to financial prosper-
ity. We had not received any revelations on this, so we started a
business center and put one of the pastors in charge of research-
ing finances and opportunities. His mission was to study how to
make money and to create an academy of business studies. Many
members of our church worked together with the center, increas-
ing in knowledge, finding new ways of raising money, and be-



coming more qualified in their spheres of business or professional
activity. If we do not teach the principles of wealth creation, we
do not have the right to ask people to give us what they do not
have. Wisdom brings success, so I believe the church must be-
come a knowledge center. “If the ax is dull and its edge unsharp-
ened, more strength is needed but skill will bring success” (Eccles.
10:10, niv).

I have said this many times already, but it bears repeating.
Most people in the world do not know anything about money ex-
cept that they want it and need it. People do extreme and repre-
hensible things sometimes because of money, things like commit-
ting crimes, engaging in immorality, or working from morning
until night because they are enslaved to it. When they come to
the Lord, they find it difficult to put God above money. Money
controls them because of ignorance.

Extremely wealthy people usually keep their moneymaking se-
crets to themselves. They might tell stories from time to time, but
they do not reveal the most important information. Many will say
they got rich because of their education. But if you ask around,
people will tell you that their biggest education came from experi-
ence on their own. Selfeducation is the best way to learn the laws
of money, and it is the way of success. Formal education does not
offer that much, and often it can deplete one’s will and initiative.

Self-education is knowledge people find and receive on their
own. In ministry ... in business ... in the professions ... in all
spheres of life, the most helpful knowledge one can attain is what
one personally finds out and learns for himself or herself. Many
university programs prepare good servants who will work loy-
ally for the system. Nevertheless, if we take a university graduate
and add some self-education in the laws of money, the wisdom of



God, and the leading of the Holy Spirit, we develop a true leader
full of understanding—not just a servant.

May poverty not become our chronic disease. To avoid that,
we must go on a quest for knowledge of the laws of money. Some
people have created a myth for themselves and are living in delu-
sion. They think if they migrate to a rich country, they will become
rich. The truth is, moving to another country will only change
one’s circumstances and address. It will not help anyone make
money and establish wealth. We cannot change the world sys-
tem, but we can change ourselves. There is no sense being angry
with the government or with rich people. Most wealthy people
are not bad—what they are is smart. We should judge our own
ignorance rather than their knowledge of the world system and
how it works. Are you angry with those who make dirty money?
You should not waste your time and energy, because you can-
not change others—you can only change yourself! Work on your
character to become the head and not the tail. Change your men-
tality and fill your head and heart with the right knowledge and
understanding. You may not be able to change the country, but
you are without excuse if you do not change yourself. God gave
you the power for that.

God’s blessings are not magic tricks. Some people say they
have given their problems to God, but God will not take over your
promised land for you. He can only help, but you need to have the
corresponding faith and knowledge. Outside of dying for us and
paying the price of our sin, God is not going to do for you what
you must do for yourself. He would not study for you or take a test
for you. He would not brush your teeth for you in the morning.
These things you can accomplish on your own.

“My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge” (Hos. 4:6).
People perish for lack of knowledge. Ignorance can become a
source of problems, suffering, and even death. I have been asking
you to consider that perhaps your suffering is a result of informa-



tion you do not know. If that is true, God is not responsible; you
are! We are all responsible for refusing to learn and be teachable.
Who needs changing? We all do.

If we are to rise to the next level tomorrow, we need to start
doing things we have never done before today. Those things will
be the foundation we stand on tomorrow. In order for our finan-
cial situation to change, we need to change our attitude toward
finances and prepare for the future. A universal principle is that
constant change is the key to success, because by changing we re-
ceive power and authority over self and circumstances. For exam-
ple, if you are a nurse and would like to become a physician, you
need to buttress your knowledge and skills with additional train-
ing, because the difference between a doctor and a nurse is the
knowledge they have. Working for a paycheck makes sense only
during a transition period, or as preparation for the calling God
has for you. In other words, we study and work hard to improve
ourselves, not just to make more money. Money is only a result
and compensation for our labor.

I want to share the testimony of Viktor, who used to have a
high- ranking position in the administration of the president of
Ukraine. In a blink of an eye, he lost everything and had to start
all over, but this time around, he started over with God. Here is
Viktor’s account:

God gave me His grace to realize that poverty is
a state of mind that has very little to do with what’s
in one’s wallet. I believe we are what we think of our-
selves. The quality of our life determines the quality of
our thinking, and so if we think we cannot make a lot
of money, then we will not. If we limit ourselves and
believe that a small amount is enough, then we will
never make more than a small amount. However, God
has no limitations. The amount of money God will



trust you with depends on the amount of knowledge
you have about finances.

The twentieth century was a century of industri-
alization, but as we can already see, the twenty-first
century will be one of knowledge, knowledge that will
have spiritual roots. The base of much business today
is spiritual principles, and people who do not have a
spiritual foundation will find it almost impossible to
succeed. Most of them will make profit and then lose
it all. T passed this stage myself. I knew how to make a
lot of money in the nineties, and I was very proud. I
earned five hundred eighty dollars per hour. Yet here
is a law: When your income grows and your knowl-
edge stays the same, the amount of money slowly de-
creases. Nothing happens by itself. As soon as you re-
alize how financial principles work, money begins to
work for you.

Before I became a Christian, I used to say, “I can do
everything!” I stopped saying that sort of thing after
losing everything I owned. When I came to the Lord
and, by God’s grace, He gave me financial knowledge,
I started saying, “I can do all things through Christ
who strengthens me” (Phil. 4:13). When we back our
knowledge by our actions, and our actions by results,
then we start establishing ourselves financially while
being established in God at the same time. This is the
most important thing.

In this information age, we can receive some amaz-
ing knowledge. This is the information century, where
riches are defined by the quantity, quality, and speed
it takes to process it all. Yesterday’s knowledge is old.
The difference between rich people and others is that
the rich person is always up to date on societal and
financial information. We know many wealthy people
have a love of money, and we know the love of money



is dangerous—but not money itself. Therefore, with
the right goals and the correct ambitions, money will
start coming. As Pastor Sunday says, most people do
not have money because they do not know what to do
with it. They start out buying things like houses and
cars and other big-ticket items where they accumulate
only expenses and no profits. I have found that hard
labor and working three jobs will not earn you money,
but thinking, meditating, and birthing new ideas will.
These ideas, added to your current knowledge, bring
blessings to you and your family.

After reading books with great success stories,
some Christians still do nothing. I want to say that a
small step or a small deed is often greater than any big
dream or promise, and that gaining wealth is a day-
to-day job. Today I represent an American firm that
is the leading company in growth and development in
its field. This company makes a billion dollars a year
from one single product. We are working in eighty-
three different countries holding training seminars
on financial literacy. After nine to ten months, people
who have acquired knowledge on the laws of money
become great in business, and financial laws are the
same everywhere around the world.

I have seen God raise many weak people and make
them strong through the financial knowledge they
gain. I suggest you do something to realize yourself in
the sphere of finances, because the greatest danger is
to be satisfied with your present state. If you are com-
pletely content with who you are and what you have
today, then you have stopped moving forward and



have begun moving backward. Someone slower might
even be ahead of you

tomorrow. I grew up in a country where for cen-
turies we were taught to think first about our country
and then about ourselves.

This principle is not correct. The better principle is
to love one’s neighbor as oneself. The rest of the world
lives happily because they live by the love-your-neigh-
bor principle. When we have a healthy amount of
self-esteem, we immediately rise up and take respon-
sibility. You can only love others to the degree you
can love yourself. Prosperity is always striving for ex-
cellence. Most people have a low self-esteem and have
no desire to improve who they are today. It should
not be the same way with God’s children. When was
the last time you bought new furniture, went out for a
nice dinner, or surprised your family with a vacation?

You decide how much your life should change or not.

If you have read up to this point of the book, then I'm sure
by now you must have begun to consider what you want to do
with your financial life. It is even possible that some of you have
already started thinking of investments and where to start. How-
ever, before you jump in the river, I would like to give you a few
practical principles to guide you in the area of investments.

This is a short summary of great truths, and as you meditate on
them, I'm sure they will go a long way to help you build a finan-
cially secure future.

INVEST IN YOUR MIND

No doubt, a lot of Christians are in the same position that I
myself used to be in, having grown up in an African village with



no financial education whatsoever. Because of my background,
I didn’t have an opportunity to learn these principles that I am
sharing with you today. Even after my salvation, the Christian and
religious books I was reading did not help either. In most cases,
some of those writings actually discouraged me from learning
more about the laws of money. Ultimately, the impression I was
left with is that you should only read the Bible and books by Chris-
tian authors if you are a good Christian! For this reason, millions
of people, like I used to be, are locked up in the church prison of
financial ignorance while praying for financial breakthrough.

Today, I hope that, like me, you are now convinced that fi-
nancial prosperity will not come to an empty head—it comes to
a developed mind. Furthermore, to possess the kind of wealth the
powerful and wealthy people of this world have, we need to know
the principles that they know.

I therefore encourage you to invest in your mind by reading
the best books on the market about wealth creation, but balance
it with the principles of the Bible, and you will never go wrong.
Through the principles of the Bible, I have come to realize that it
is easy to become a millionaire. Although having said that, I have,
through my own experience and the experience of hundreds of
millionaires in our church, come to the conclusion that as im-
portant as money is in our lives, money will not make you rich!
You must make sure you are rich before gaining money, and one
of those areas of wealth is being rich in the mind.

CHAPTER EIGHT

FIVE WAYS
TO MAKE MONEY

There are five main ways of making money. There is a
salary, where you work and are paid an agreed-upon amount for
the work you perform. There is another variation of this when
you work on commission, where your pay depends on sales per-
formance or some other measurable standard. Second, there is
a small to medium-sized business. Third, there is big business.
Honorariums/royalties are the fourth way to make money. Then
the fifth way would be through investments, such as stocks, bonds,
and so on. In this chapter we will look closely at each of these ways
of making money.

SALARY - YOU WORK AND YOU ARE PAID

In earlier chapters you learned that no one can get truly rich
off only a paycheck, even one from a high-paying job. This is espe-
cially true for regular workers at plants, factories, and other large
industries. Why do I say this? I say this because you are truly rich
only when you can afford not to work yet maintain your standard
of living perpetually or indefinitely.

Working for a salary does not make you rich, but it does make
your boss and your government richer, because when you have a
job, you pay taxes. In Ukraine where I live, many big businesses do
not pay taxes at all, and 80 percent of all the money in the country
is in the hands of only a few people. Only 20 percent of the money
that is left is split among all the average working people, and they



are the ones who shoulder most of the burden of taxes. Recently
in Ukraine, there was a court trial between an alcoholic beverage
company and the government. The company said it had no money
to pay taxes, but at the same time, it was sponsoring professional
boxing. It claimed that it used all its available money for adver-
tising and production. According to the laws of many countries,
money used in this way is capital investment, not profit. To put it
mildly, many big businesses are benefiting much more under the
new system of capitalism than they did under soviet communism.
Of course, it is a vastly different story for the average person. The
same is true under any capitalist system of government. The rich
people almost never pay taxes; only the middle class and poor do.

Even though in capitalist countries people can own and op-
erate their own businesses, money still enslaves many people in
those countries no matter how much they make. Money controls
their quality of life and everything else about how they live their
lives. A lack of money is a very big problem in these countries,
but I suppose the lack of money is a problem with most people
on earth. How many people across the world have the opposite
problem of having too much money? Actually, there are some,
but only a very few. As I've said earlier in this book, they wake up
each morning not knowing how to spend all the money they have.
This “problem” is certainly better than not having enough money,
because not having enough money causes fear and makes people
dependent. Those who depend on their salary for income cannot
even go on a long mission trip because they have to be back to
work to continue benefiting their employers and governments. If
they do not go back, their paychecks would stop coming and their
bills would drive them crazy. Their salaries are only enough for
them to keep on coming back for more work and more salary, a
total dependency.

All of this is to say that people who are smart and really rich do
not work for money. No, they make their money work for them.



They do not have to work, because their money works for them
through wise investments. Why, then, do they work? They un-
derstand that in the process of work, one accumulates knowledge
and learns new skills. As soon as we stop receiving new knowl-
edge about money, it will start moving away from us and going to
someone else.

The job of the employer is to control employees and to exercise
the law of money. The employer invests money, and as soon as the
profit comes, more money is invested again. These people are rich
in information about how money works, and the money itself is
just a result of this knowledge. Usually this information remains
secret, because as soon as it is public, the money from their pock-
ets could flow to others.

Why is it that the average worker does not exercise the law of
money? Many people have savings accounts with money just sit-
ting there, but if they invested that money, there would be profit
and quite possibly riches. Lack of information on where to invest
money is the problem of most people in the world today. Those
in the know about money and finances, those who have learned
the keys to financial success, should mentor others. I have said
earlier that this is where the Christian attitude should be different.
Instead of concealing our secrets of wealth, we should share it in
the spirit of brotherly love with fellow believers.

Most Christians hardly ever study books on the laws of money.
This is why they think that if their paycheck increases they are
becoming richer. That is a myth. Without a corresponding in-
crease in financial knowledge, one actually becomes poorer each
day—even if the paycheck increases. This is because we don’t
multiply our money before spending it, thus creating more needs
rather than taking care of needs. People who inherit large sums of
money often end up with nothing because they do not know the
elementary rules about multiplying money. It is too bad there is
no requirement for them to know how money works before re-



ceiving the inheritance. The knowledge of money is much better
and more important than the money itself.

SMALL- AND MEDIUM-SIZED BUSINESS

Small-business owners do not differ that much from the first
category of people who earn their salaries. The only difference is
that they pay their own salary. But they serve money and are de-
pendent on it in the same way, because they cannot allow them-
selves not to work. If they do, their business will go bankrupt.
Owning a small business can almost never make anyone rich, be-
cause all the owner’s efforts are spent trying to support himself
or herself. Look around. Not everyone who has a small business
owns a nice car and a big house. The problem here is the same one
as receiving a salary—quite simply, not enough money resources
working for him or her. Very rarely do we see people in this cate-
gory becoming millionaires because most of them are just doing
their best to get by. That is not always the case, however. When
the small-business owner follows the right business principles,
great things can happen.

BIG-BUSINESS OWNERS AND
ENTREPRENEURS

Big business is a good way of making money, on the condition
one has big capital to fund the business. In other words, much
capital is required in the pocket, and many ideas are required in
the head. What is the thing most needed in order to survive and
be good in big business? Information is worth a lot more than
money itself. One will not stay in big business very long without
information. Only well-informed people with plenty of ideas will
survive.

Big business is fiercely competitive. Even in the United States,
the richest country in the world, only 1 percent of the population



represents big businesses and those who will become part of the
richest 5 percent of people in the world.1 These people combine
big business with big money, and then plow that money back into
continuous investment. Another challenge is that only one out of
ten businesses started ever survives in the market.2

When he was
nineteen years old he went to the university, but his parents could
not afford to pay for his education. He started looking for a job
to support himself. One construction company advertised they
would help people start their own business, but that first they
would have to work for them. The young man worked hard in the
field of construction, and then, using the name of the company,
he started his own business, hiring his fellow students and teach-
ing them all he knew about construction. Now he employs two
hundred people. What does he do with all his money? He invests
it by buying homes to rent and, as a result, money works for him
while he works for the kingdom of God.

Joseph from the Bible became successful in Egypt, the country
known for its wise men. He was famous there due to his biblical
wisdom and Egyptian education. He advised Pharaoh of the up-
coming seven years of abundance followed by another seven years



of famine in Egypt, and devised a plan to store food for the bad
times. The Spirit of God revealed to Joseph what the others did
not know about saving up for a rainy day. We can be Josephs if
we work hard to receive the most knowledge we can, combining
it with the principles of the Word of God.

HONORARIUMS / ROYALTIES

Only a very small percent of the world population makes
money through honorariums/royalties, and some of the people
who do so include writers, speakers, journalists, scientists, and
artists. An honorarium is a payment for a particular service, such
as speaking, teaching, and advising, on which custom or propri-
ety forbids a set price. Our God is a generous God who gives gifts
and talents to everyone, and some earn money by sharing what
they know with others. We have to find our gift and work to per-
fect it, to give everything for our calling.

All workers must be compensated, but not all receive good
compensation for their work. Maybe the top 2 percent are re-
ally paid well, while others have to struggle for survival. Those
who earn money from honorariums are all over the board—they
could be in the wealthy top 2 percent, or they could be struggling
to survive. This is definitely not the way to become a millionaire
for an ordinary Joe, unless you are Bill Clinton, the former presi-
dent of the United States, who has become very wealthy through
speaking honorariums.

INVESTMENTS, SHARES, BONDS,
AND SIMILAR OPPORTUNITIES

Now we come to the best and most practical way to make
money. Investment is by far the superior way of making money
and becoming a millionaire in five to ten years, especially if we



know the laws and principles of money. If we begin to study about
money and invest it little by little, even if our salary is very small,
we will soon see results. Investing is the fastest way to get rich in
the world today. This is the way people become millionaires and
even billionaires.

I know a man God took to heaven to show how He would
entrust Christians with money to advance the kingdom and free
people from bondage. After spending fifteen years in poverty, this
man decided to look for a way to make money so he could make
his own contribution. He moved to Florida and bought a piece of
land, knowing that real estate prices were skyrocketing. After that,
he borrowed fifteen thousand dollars, and with this borrowed
money, he bought three more properties. In a single year, land in
Florida tripled in price. He sold his land and paid the borrowed
money back. With the leftover profits from the land sale, he in-
vested, and in two years made his first million dollars.

Today this man works full-time studying and searching for
opportunities to invest his money. Whereas before he worked
hard in construction for someone else, now his current job de-
scription is finding ways to make money work for him. This is
what power over money means. Only people who understand the
laws of money can achieve this kind of result. By investing, we are
making money work for us, and this leaves us free to work with
our brains and imaginations.

You may think you are poor if you have nothing but a small
apartment, however pitying yourself that you are not as successful
as others is the wrong tactic to take. Remember, your destiny is in
your hands, and your challenge is to find the incalculable number
of good opportunities all around you. To do that requires knowl-
edge of what money does. What does the Word of God say about
business? In Genesis 2:15 we read, “Then the Lord God took the
man and put him in the Garden of Eden to tend and keep it.” God
gave Adam his personal business, which was to till and keep the



earth—not for a salary, but for human fulfillment. It was only in
the process of tilling the land that Adam was able to extract wealth
from the same earth. This was his reward, to eat from any tree
in the garden except the one forbidden tree of the knowledge of
good and evil.

Capitalistic idealism convinces us that the only source of
money is our paycheck, and everything else is secondary. Many
see no viable alternatives. They have become like a herd of ani-
mals. Millions work in plants and factories, and when they get
old, they are forced to retire. They began their work life with pea-
nuts for a salary. And they end up with peanuts as retired people
in a miserable welfare system. Did God create us for a life like
this? No, He gave us the gift of life to allow us to serve the Lord
and establish His kingdom on Earth. We are not to serve money.
We are not to be its slaves. We need to find ways to become mas-
ters of money and dedicate our lives to promoting the values of
the kingdom of God.

“The poor man and the oppressor have this in common: the
Lord gives light to the eyes of both” (Prov. 29:13). God has given
everyone eyes to see his or her place or areas of calling. The dif-
ference between the poor and the rich is in their eyes. The rich
can see opportunities and take advantage of them, while the poor
overlook opportunities and complain. “The hearing ear and the
seeing eye, the Lord has made them both” (Prov. 20:12). This
means God gave ears to the poor as well as to the rich, and He
gives sight to the eyes of both. Wealthy people can see because
they look around for opportunities, but the poor just lay back and
relax. Unfortunately, they will stay poor if they do not open their
eyes to wisdom and start practicing it. God did not create people



rich or poor; He gave abilities to all. We all have gifts and our lands
of promise that we can till and develop for growth and wealth.

WHY ARE SOME PEOPLE
RICH AND OTHERS POOR?

Why, then, are some people rich and others poor? I used to
think that only a very few were called to serve God in the area of
business and money, that only a few were to become millionaires.
I thought that because of my call as a pastor and preacher that I
did not qualify to be wealthy. Thankfully, I discovered otherwise.
God did not choose some to be wealthy and others to be in need.
Nor does destiny or luck have anything to do with this.

The reason some are rich is that they work hard and make right
choices, and because they see opportunities and maximize them,
while the poor do not. My advice is to start seeing. Some mistak-
enly think wealth or the ability to make money is given to some
while others do not have such gifts. Yes, that could be true to some
extent, but really, we can all do all things if only we first desire to
do them and work hard to accomplish them. The same principles
that apply to wealthy people can bring us to wealth if we apply
them diligently to our own situations. Geniuses are made, not
born. Moreover, if they are born, they are born out of labor.

Proverbs 20:12 says that God gave ears to both the rich and
poor. But some ears can hear and some cannot because they
are blocked with ignorance. The latter is the common problem
among most people. They appear to be listening, but when they
walk away, they remember nothing. If the Bible says we can do all



things in Christ Jesus (Phil. 4:13), I would rather agree with God
than assume I am not good and I am not called to make money.

REASONS WHY SOME PEOPLE
ARE RICH AND SOME ARE POOR

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ADDITIONAL STEPS TOWARD PROSPERITY

Step one: acquire knowledge on how money works; godliness
is important for true wealth. Step two: work on your character
to become righteous and holy. Strive to live by the laws of God,
and rid yourselves of all unworthiness, filth, and wickedness. Step
be free of greed and selfindulgence.

ciple by telling his story:

When studying the Word of God, we need to allow
God to uproot everything that the communists had
instilled within us for all those years. I thank God that
we can change and step into our calling and receive
the inheritances meant for us. Many of us have issues
with our self-esteem, and I have noticed this in my
own life. When we are in church, we can be very rad-
ical Christians, but at home, we live another way—as
if we do not know what knowing the Lord is. I believe



that if we do not have a breakthrough at home, we
cannot have a breakthrough anywhere else.

God began to break me by His grace. I first had
to get free of my money addiction. Because I had no
money, I mistakenly thought that an addiction was
exactly what I did not have. I thought, “I am not ad-
dicted to money because I do not have any!” The Lord
taught me how to check whether I am indifferent to-
ward money. You can learn too. Watch yourself to see
if you change when you get money in your hands. I re-
member that when I used to get my paycheck, some-
thing would come upon me, and all I would do is go
to the store and start buying everything I could see.
As money came to our family, so did arguments and
disagreements when we ran out of it.

One day when I received my pay, I felt God telling
me to put the money in my pocket and not buy any-
thing. In two weeks,

I gave up, for I could not hold back any longer.
Then the Lord gave me a new deadline of one month.
This is how I got my victory. Before, I was tempted
every time I passed by a store to go in and buy some-
thing. Through exercising the culture of saving and
the ability not to spend money, I was able to control
the power of money over me.

Step four: have the courage to take risks. Taking reasonable
risks is the way to financial breakthrough, and it ought to be our
modus operandi. People who lived during the Soviet Union had
a much different mentality. For them, having their own house or
apartment was a sense of security and something to pass on to
their children. When I asked one businessman in our church to
conduct a seminar for our pastors on how to reach financial in-
dependence, he told them that by having apartments, they were
already “sitting on their seed” through which they could become



millionaires. Some pastors got offended because to them their
home was something untouchable. It gave them a false sense of
security, and because of this, they were in no mood to take finan-
cial risks. This attitude only leads to a limited and frustrated life.
What they did not understand was how to master risk and thrive
in it.

Andre’s testimony continues:

What my family really needed was a home, be-
cause we were six people living in a thirty-square-me-
ter apartment. We were on a government waiting list
for a new apartment, but so were tens of thousands
of others. It was a mess! I did not rely on God for our
shelter, and so I had to repent and change here as well.
While I was praying, an idea came to me to sell the
apartment in Kyiv and buy a house in the suburbs. I
started researching this idea and was scared to lose
my Kyiv registration. I had lived in Kyiv all my life.
Thinking about this, I could not sleep at night. “I am
from Kyiv!

Do I have to give that up?” At the same time other
thoughts came. The first one was, “Who is your foun-
dation? Is it Jesus or Kyiv registration? Who saved me,
the Lord or the city of Kyiv?”

A false sense of security comes when we put our
trust in something other than the promises of the
Lord. The change must begin in our mind and values.
I made a radical decision to trust the Lord, and I have
never regretted it. God was changing me by changing



my circumstances, and the changes in my spirit came
right before the changes in my situation. Besides

the Lord giving me a nice house for my family, he
also set me free from certain strongholds in my mind
and in my spirit.

God wants to set us free to have dignity and a great
life; but we are holding on to the past in fear of losing
something. Yet, the way to lose something is not to
hold on to it but rather to miss the opportunity for
something better in life. Do not be afraid of risk. Do
not be afraid to take a step and do something you have
never done before. I took the risk and now my family
is in a much better living condition. If we were to sell
this house, we would make four times its value due to
the renovation and improvements we made. Besides
that, God has blessed me with an apartment in Kyiv
that is bigger and better than the one I had before.

Step five: listen to the advice of King Solomon: “Do not love
sleep or you will grow poor; stay awake and you will have food to
spare” (Prov. 20:13, niv). There is no reason we should not love
what we do. Some people who work an eight-hour shift start get-
ting ready to leave half an hour before their shift ends. If you want
to be rich, try working overtime. That is what most millionaires
do. Successful people usually do not have a set eight-hour work-
ing schedule, and if necessary, their day will stretch to a full twen-
ty-four hours. They spend the time required to get the job done.
They work hard to become the best in their job. That is a noble
practice.

The one who likes to sleep all the time is lazy. That person will
never be rich, even if he or she has all the excellent opportunities.
Hard work is necessary for attaining true wealth, so let us learn to
work hard, even when we are working for others. Because of lazi-
ness and complacency (Prov. 6:4-11), most people wait for some-



one else to give them an idea or to help them become motivated.
What about doing this for yourself? Ideas come to those who
are always looking for ideas and new information. They come to
those who continually work on their character, and they come to
the person who is not satisfied with mere bread.

Here is another testimony from a member of the Embassy of
God, the church I pastor in Kyiv, Ukraine. Helen received a reve-
lation, gathered information, and worked on herself.

It all began a year and a half ago. I had a small
apartment about fourteen square meters, where I
lived with my fourteen- year-old child. It was a very
difficult situation living in such cramped quarters. I
began thinking how I could find a bigger place to live
and make things better for us. As I was accumulating
information, I realized I had more than one option. I
could sell the flat, buy a house in the suburbs, or buy
an older apartment on the outskirts of the city. From
these options, I chose the safest and most profitable
one.

I learned there were three types of apartments-old
ones, new ones, and apartments still under construc-
tion. The ones not built yet were the cheapest ones.
I found a company building an apartment complex,
and I decided to invest in the unfinished units as they
were being built. That was the deal. Nothing elabo-
rate. I just invested my money from the flat I sold into
the new flat under construction, and then I rented an-
other apartment for myself.

Well, I encountered a problem. I only had thir-
teen thousand dollars from the sale of my old flat,
and the new two-bedroom one I wanted was much
more expensive at thirty thousand dollars. I was al-
most twenty thousand dollars short! I researched this
problem and came up with additional options. I could



invest the money I had and buy a few square meters
instead of buying a particular apartment or I could in-
vest thirteen thousand and then make payments on
the remaining amount owned. A third way would be
to invest thirteen thousand and take a loan to balance
things. I chose the last option. The real estate prices
were going up, and if I did not buy the whole apart-
ment, the price would have gone up by at least another
few thousand dollars. I took a twenty-year loan. In a
year and a half, real estate value had gone up dramat-
ically, and when my new apartment was finished, it
was valued at between sixty to seventy thousand dol-
lars. I paid back the interest on the loan and contin-
ued owing twenty thousand dollars in principal. In a
year and a half, my original thirteen thousand dollars
turned into forty-five thousand.

Now, I had other options. The easiest one was to
move into my new apartment, which meant “to eat
the seed” and then work trying to pay the loan back.
I decided, however, to turn the apartment into my
capital. If I leased it to someone, it meant I would get
about six hundred dollars a month, which I would
have to make the loan payments. I decided to sell the
apartment and pay back the loan, and then use the rest
of the money to reinvest in the building of another
apartment complex. But this time I was going to buy
two to three apartments and make a down payment
of approximately 20 percent, and take a loan for the
remaining amount.

This testimony is just part of the long and inspirational story of
how Helen became a millionaire in just five years, simply by tak-
ing one step and selling her small apartment. She had the courage
to take the risk, and she did not fail to seize the opportunity. By



ridding herself of the fear of losing her home, she gained much
more.

TAKING ADVANTAGE OF
THE BANKING SYSTEM

Banks give loans to tie us to themselves for many years. We
need to be smarter than the system. Take out a loan for twenty
years, but pay it back in a few years. Otherwise, in eighteen years,
the interest increases to much more than the amount actually
borrowed. You may say, “A Christian should not have debts!” I
agree that would be the ideal, and I taught that until I met a man
on one of my trips to the United States who was twenty million
dollars in debt. At the time I met him, I did not know much about
money, but he did. I confronted him and told him it was not good
for a Christian to be in debt, especially so much! He said by being
in debt for twenty million dollars, he had already made a profit of
one hundred twenty million dollars. If being in debt brings such
profit, it is worth being in good debt, he thought. He said he sim-
ply pays back the interest of four hundred thousand dollars regu-
larly. The bank gave him a loan for thirty years, so in thirty years
time, he would have used the twenty million to make four billion
dollars. You can have good debts when you use the loan to buy
assets that multiply your money instead of buying liabilities that
only multiply your debt.

Of course, when one makes so much, it is easy to pay back
the twenty million. It is dangerous to take a loan if you do not
have your main capital, which should exceed the loan. This man’s
capital did. He could have paid back the loan at any point, but he
decided instead to let the money work for him. A loan is worth
taking only to increase your capital base or to make much more
money than the original loan. A bad loan is never worth taking.
That is when the money you are making from the loan is less than



your expenses or when you are using the loaned money to buy
liabilities instead of assets. It is also a bad loan when you take a
loan for consumption purposes. That is a sure way to bankruptcy.

God is revealing mysteries in these last days to teach us how
to make and release money to establish the kingdom of God on
Earth and glorify the name of the Father. Never begin a risky deal
without doing thorough research and a complete study of all nec-
essary information. Also, never begin any risky deal if your mind
is not set on benefiting the kingdom. The only thing that can keep
you from success is fear. Remember that fear is the devil’s stron-
gest and most persistent weapon. Do not listen to people trying to
talk you out of seeking progress, saying nothing will work out and
failure is inevitable. Fear will make you a slave. What I have been
saying is that the best way to attack fear is to go ahead and do what
you are afraid of doing.

TEN HINDRANCES TO
BECOMING WEALTHY

1.  The greatest hindrance to prosperity is believing
that only some people can be wealthy. Remember,
we get what we believe. If you are of the opinion
that money is the enemy, then it will be. Learn to
endure the lack of gratification for a short time
while multiplying resources.

2. Lack of financial knowledge is another big hin-
drance to becoming wealthy. Ignorance is dark-
ness, and Satan rules through darkness. To be
wealthy, you must walk in the light of God and the
knowledge of what money is and what it can do.
To do that, you must develop an



3.  inquisitive spirit. “My people are destroyed for
lack of knowledge. Because you have rejected
knowledge, I also will reject you from being priest
for Me; because you have forgotten the law of your
God, I also will forget your children” (Hos. 4:6).

4. An impossibility mentality is another hindrance
to wealth. What must we believe? We must believe
we can do it. What Paul said applies to us, too: “I
can do all things through Christ who strengthens
me” (Phil. 4:13).

5. Another impediment to wealth is the dictates of
mammon or the inability to manage expenditure.
That will always lead to poverty.

6. Lack of a savings and investment culture will not
give room to wealth.

7. Lack of passion and dedication will also rob you of
wealth or God-ordained riches.

8.  Lack of an experienced and willing mentor could
also limit your possibilities in wealth accumula-
tion.

9.  Lack of right associations can severely limit your
possibilities for gaining wealth. Show me your
friends, and I will show you who you are.

10.  Not having a never-give-up attitude is a definite

impediment to gaining real and growing wealth.

11.  Anaverage or mediocre spirit cannot control great
wealth. There is no room for average plans here.

Every one of us has a responsibility for what we know. Before
you read this book, perhaps you didn’t know the information you



have now acquired. Now that you are aware of these truths and
principles, as individuals and leaders we must be good stewards
of what we have learned from this book.

I pray that you will begin to put into practice all that God has
taught you in this book. More so, it is my prayer that you will
extend these truths to several other people, especially vulnerable
people in the developing world that live on less than one U.S. dol-
lar per day.

Let’s bring this wisdom to them and make our world a better
place!

As part of my contributions to the elimination of endemic
poverty in our generation, I have come together with some of my
friends in Nigeria, and we have just started a microfinance bank
that is meant to alleviate poverty for 40 million people in the next
twenty years in Africa and around the globe. Even though this is
an ambitious project that demanded the sale of our other invest-
ments, GS MicroFinance bank has been successfully launched in
Lagos, Nigeria.

I’m therefore appealing to all my readers to think of a way of
alleviating and eradicating poverty in our time and age.

CHAPTER NINE

REASONS FOR
FINANCIAL FAILURE

In the following chapter, we are going to look into and study
practical reasons for failure in life and finances. I’d like to start
with the heart-wrenching story of one man, Vladimir, who
seemed to have all the odds against him.

He was raised on the street and in old soviet-style orphanages,
often escaping to sleep in basements and alleyways. He had no
family, no hope, and no self-respect. As a result of his unfortunate
upbringing, he predictably landed himself in prison, and from the
age of seventeen, he strolled in and out of correctional facilities
for the next sixteen years.

For the best part of his life, the devil had ruled and reigned. He
was involved with gangs and mafia groups and crimes of all types.
He had two devastated marriages, and, finally, when he was at the
end of his rope, he saw a face of salvation.

About one month after being released from prison, he met a
lovely lady who would open the way of reformation in his life.
She happened to be a Christian woman who firmly stated that if
he was interested in her, he would need to change his ways and
come to church. Conforming to her request and hoping to win
her heart, he started attending our services.

His heart was won in more ways than one. He dived straight
into the living waters, attending all services and seminars and
even signed himself up for our two-year Bible-school course.

It was at this time that he also started applying his mind to
the financial teachings our church offers, and went further to



complete his high school education. He also furthered his stud-
ies in business and finance and business communication courses
through self-education.

By this time, his life had turned around altogether, and with his
new wife, they started applying the principles of wealth creation,
making investments and starting businesses and companies.

Today he stands back to look at his life with sincere gratifica-
tion. In only a little over two years, he and his wife are the owners
of several properties, apartments, and houses. They have many
companies and projects under their control tallying up to twenty
million U.S. dollars.

This was a man who was ruled out by society. Success was not
an option for him according to his friends, family, and the society
around him. Not even prison could reform this wild card. How-
ever, when he came to learn the truth of God’s Word for his life
and started to understand the principles of life and finances, all
that changed. He understood that he was responsible for his life
and decisions and that blaming people and circumstances only
landed him in trouble and in jail.

Today he is a respected businessman with a passion to help
other young businessmen and women. He gives examples out of
his rags-to-riches life story of how failure can be turned into suc-
cess with the right steps.

As you step into this chapter, know that no matter how many
times you’ve failed, no matter where you've come from or what
you've done, you still stand a chance for success. Just being born
makes you a winner already, so apply your mind to knowledge
and your heart to understanding, and witness for yourself the im-
pact of truth upon your life.

Only your heavenly Father and you hold the key to your future
success. No one else does. Many people try to find excuses for
their inability to succeed in life. Some blame their parents; oth-
ers point to economic hardships in society or a bad government.



Some blame God. Is it really so? Would God, who created us in
His own image, not want to provide us with everything we need
to be successful? I believe He would. Why, then, do people fail?
Here are a few reasons people fail on the way to wealth creation.

HAVING THE WRONG ATTITUDE

People fail due to their negative reaction to unpleasant situ-
ations or circumstances. It is not the situations themselves that
make us unhappy and too discouraged to work hard and achieve
our goals. It is a question of attitude. For instance, a young man
complains that his bad upbringing and misfortune in life is a re-
sult of his fatherless childhood. That is sheer nonsense. I had no
father, yet that did not hinder me from becoming who God wants
me to be. It is the same for many others too. Another person may
claim she failed to succeed because she spent all her life in an un-
favorable country. However, if her country was the reason for
failure, then no one living in that country should have succeeded.
If you know your calling and believe in the Almighty, you have
quite enough to realize your dreams. You may argue how impos-
sible that is because of lack of resources and so on. Let me tell you
this: God sees your situation. He knows what you do not know.
He is teaching you that big achievements begin with small ones.

Small beginnings should not discourage us. In Luke 12:32,
Jesus says, “Do not be afraid, little flock, for your Father has been
pleased to give you the kingdom.” God shows His grace toward
us by calling us when we have very little, and later He helps us
become great. We should not focus on things we lack today, for
we will have them tomorrow. The important thing is remember-
ing that the Lord has called us and is in control of every situation



in life. If we give God the little we have today, He will multiply it
tomorrow.

Consider the global impact of communism. For all the evil
it has brought upon mankind in the name of establishing a new
world order, it began as the dream of one man—XKarl Marx. In
its heyday, communism brought nearly half the world’s popula-
tion under its domination, and its influence still lingers far and
wide. Great fires that burn entire cities to the ground and con-
sume untold acres of forests have one thing in common: they all
begin with a single spark. So don’t despise humble beginnings.
Everything that exists began small. It is through the process of
growth that God’s power comes to bear upon the situation and
brings about the desired results.

Our congregation pays tens of thousands of dollars in rent for
the large building where we hold services. Vehicle maintenance
and postal expenses are backbreakingly expensive as well, but we
can afford all this. When I opened the church, I had less than ten
dollars in my pocket. For a year and a half, we were up to our pro-
verbial ears in debt. Only God knows how we managed to survive.
Yet, He was true to His Word. We began with little, and today we
have much. Failure does not depend on the absence of something
or on a negative circumstance; it depends on our reaction to our
circumstances. Even in my times of lack and ignorance, God still
had mercy, although it was so meager that without knowledge it
was like eating from the crumbs off the table.

Before I started the church, I had worked at a Ukrainian tele-
vision station. I made two hundred dollars a month. It was big
money at that time, in my eyes at least, and I had a company car
to serve my needs. After I entered the ministry, I quit my job, and
difficult times began. I had no money to pay the monthly rent
for my apartment. I was financially broken. It seemed my only
choice was to go to America to earn some money and then come
back. I did not do that, however, because I knew God’s will was



for me to begin a church in Ukraine. That knowledge urged me
to search for ways to accomplish those plans. I moved from my
three-room apartment to a hostel. Soon I had to move from there
to my friend’s place because I could not afford the five dollars per
month it cost for the one-room hostel. Despite my virtually zero
knowledge of the law of money, I had the right attitude.

I kept saying to myself, “There should be some way out of here,
and as long as I am alive, I will trust the Lord.” One day we will
have to make a decision either to succumb to the lies of the devil
telling us we will never succeed, or to follow God’s purpose for
our lives. Whenever we face problems, we must realize there is
always a solution. Getting the solutions to our problems requires
obedience to God. The first thing we should do is listen to what
He commands us to do in our hearts and in His Word. God will
provide us with everything needed to accomplish His work, but

this first step is required in order to get divine help. Perhaps
we have a business that went bankrupt. If our first reaction is to
panic, we may fall into a severe depression that might eventually
kill us. A negative reaction to a negative situation cannot produce
anything constructive. The unfavorable situation will change
when we begin thanking God for it, as the apostle James advises
us to do: “Consider it pure joy, my brothers, whenever you face
trials of many kinds, because you know that the testing of your
faith develops perseverance” (James 1:2-3, niv).

The right attitude about an unfavorable situation will turn our
minus into a big plus. The right attitude turns trouble into turn-
over. This means we need to be in control of our emotions. We do
this by trusting the Lord. As our church came under great pres-
sure and accusations by the authorities in Ukraine, some believers
left us to join other congregations. They tried to justify their deci-



sion by saying, “Maybe the pastor is in error, or maybe he is in sin.
Otherwise, the government would not want to close us down.”

Others began asking questions like, “Pastor, your church is not
the only church in town. So why is so much mud slung at you?
There is no smoke without fire. There must be something in all
this.” Indeed, there was something in it all. Do you know what it
was? It was God, for if that were not true, Satan would have had
no reason to worry so much about destroying our testimony.

BEING AFRAID TO TAKE A LEAP OF FAITH

We do not realize our plans and dreams when we are afraid
to take chances. Most people do not want to take risks, because
they like their comfortable lifestyles where everything goes on ac-
cording to plan and nothing is faulty. People are scared to take a
leap of faith. It is very true that faith does involve a certain degree
of risk. Faith is a step that conquers the unknown. The risk con-
nected to faith in God’s Word is not a risk, however, but rather
faith in action.

Sometimes we face situations forcing us to be aggressive, to
act in a forceful way without really caring about or thinking about
the circumstances. “What will be, will be; if I am to die, so be it.”
That was the spirit of Saul’s son Jonathan in the Old Testament.
Whether or not we find ourselves in a similar situation, every man
and woman who has been successful took a risk at least once in
his or her lifetime. First Samuel 14:1— 15 is the story of Jonathan,
who, with only his armor bearer, approached the Philistines’ gar-
rison and launched an attack against them, killing twenty Philis-
tines single-handedly. Because Jonathan took this dangerous risk,
the complete Israeli army and nation stepped out and fought, win-
ning a great victory. We need this spirit to win our own battles.

Only the Lord can give a 100-percent guarantee that you will
be successful. Even so, we must be faithful to walk in the Lord



in all circumstances. Walking in the presence of the Lord means
praying, seeking the face of God, listening to His Word, and living
a righteous life as a Christian. It also means working for the Lord
and the coming kingdom, and following the leading of the Holy
Spirit. The Lord is our most reliable insurance against trouble
of any sort. The Bible tells us there are riches that add sorrow to
us, but the riches that add no sorrow are the ones God promised
(Prov. 10:22).

Hundreds of successful businesspeople win financial wars in
the market economy but lose the fight on their home front by los-
ing their families. Thus, it is not about talents but the way we apply
the biblical truths of God’s Word. We must use them with faith in
order to know we will succeed in all areas of life. If we are living
according to God’s will, should we not have it all? Furthermore,
while we are not to gamble, God assures us that we can afford
to take reasonable risks. His Word says, “For though a righteous
man falls seven times, he rises again, but the wicked are brought
down by calamity” (Prov. 24:16, niv). Don’t be afraid of making
mistakes. Be willing to take some risks, and remember that faith is
a step that conquers the unknown.

In any event, our missteps and failures are temporary, because
life does not stand still. An unfavorable situation today can turn
into an advantageous situation tomorrow. Things seeming awful
today can make us laugh tomorrow. “So we fix our eyes not on
what is seen, but on what is unseen. For what is seen is tempo-
rary, but what is unseen is eternal” (2 Cor. 4:18, niv). This scrip-
ture encourages us to believe that things we cannot see now will
materialize one day. “Now faith is the substance of things hoped
for, the evidence of things not seen” (Heb. 11:1). For example, I
believe our church will grow to have a membership of hundreds
of thousands, although I cannot see it with my physical eyes yet.



This assurance encourages me to work harder and take chances as
the Holy Spirit guides me.

not seen. If God is invis-

ible, which He is, and we

believe, then all the unseen things we believe are in His hands.
When a doctor diagnoses a certain illness in a person, that means
the person is visibly and identifiably ill. As Christians, we know
that all visible things are temporal. In the same way, every sick-
ness is a temporal phenomenon, falling under the spiritual law. It
will disappear. However, as we trust in God, we must not forget to
do what is in our power to do to change the situation. If we are
talking about money, you must apply the laws before God can
help you.

You may currently live on a modest income, but if you strongly
believe that some day you will be rich, and you continue to stand
on God’s promises of provision and abundance, your situation
will certainly change. Trust the Lord that what is invisible now
will become visible later. We live not by the things we see, but by
the things we believe in. Your faith in the invisible will drive away
the fear of taking risks, and will give you confidence to discover



your calling and start fulfilling it. If you believe God for a multi-
plication in your ministry, make sure you do all that depends on
you, because faith without works is certainly dead.

Maybe you know your calling but do not know how to fulfill it.
Write it down. This is important. Try imagining what you want to
do. If you are short of funds, start sharing your ideas with others
and gathering the necessary information you will need. God has
prepared certain people who can help you fulfill your calling, peo-
ple who have the necessary funds and connections you require.
Offer yourself in service to others, because serving is God’s way
of uplifting (as we saw earlier). There are people in the world who
need the gifts and talents God has given to you, so seek those who
require your help.

If we have a product or service to offer, we will encounter three
categories of people. The first category comprises those who al-
ready know about our product or service. For example, in the city
of Kyiv, I pastor a church of over twenty thousand people. These
are brothers and sisters who already know me. They are a blessing
to me, and I believe I am a blessing to them, so they are aware of
my products and gifts.

The second category is people who do not know about our
product or service but would be interested if we let them know
we produce something they need. When they know that this
product is available, they will come running to our door to get it.
Our church continues to grow because people who did not know
about us found out, and now they come running to the church to
be a part of it. Others do not know about the product or service we
provide, so we need to advertise to reach these people, to let them
know there is a product or service we provide that is exactly what
they need. They do not come looking for us, so we go to those in
need and explain what we have to offer. Therefore, even though I



pray and believe God for the church to grow, I certainly need to
do what I can do in the natural before asking God to do His part.

The third category of people does not know anything about us
or our product or service. They would not like to visit our church.
Maybe they have the wrong information about the church, or
maybe they do not have enough of the right information about
me as a pastor. To offer them my “product,” I have to convince
them I am here to serve them, minister to their needs, and spiri-
tually feed them.

No matter what our product or service, we need to be aware of
these three categories of people because they will become a plat-
form of our achievement and greatness. The difference between
the second and the third category is that those in the second group
are already looking for an answer, while the third group does not
even know they need a church or God or whatever products you
offer.

NOT PREPARING TO SUCCEED

People fail due to lack of rudimentary knowledge to fulfill their
calling. Dr. James Dobson once said: “Enthusiasm is no substi-
tute for preparation.” Preparation is often the most overlooked
element in the formula for success, but it can be the most critical.
Many people fail due to lack of preparation. For instance, you may
feel your calling lies in taking care of homeless children. Instead
of spending time preparing first, you just go out into the streets
to find homeless kids and talk with them. Do you know how your
adventure may very well wind up? It is quite possible you will be
beaten and robbed. The reason is that you are not yet prepared for
this type of ministry.

Before taking to the streets, go to the library and read books
about homelessness and homeless children. Go to the Internet
to study relevant information, legislation, statistics, and official



documents. Also, read about others and organizations already
involved in helping homeless children; visit these organizations,
and speak to the people involved in the work at the various levels.
Learn what the Bible says about your calling. Get all the informa-
tion available on this subject. The deep knowledge of a subject
will keep you from wasting precious time and make it possible to
achieve progress, especially in such a complex matter as taking
care of homeless children. A popular adage says that knowledge
is light. A person who knows little about his or her calling is like
someone going around with a bandana tied around the eyes, see-
ing no light. I know such people, and you probably do too. Seek-
ing quick success, they do not want to spend the “homework”
time to prepare themselves thoroughly. Solomon said, “It is not
good to have zeal without knowledge, nor to be hasty and miss the
way” (Prov. 19:2, niv).

If we lack knowledge on a particular subject, we will be stum-
bling around all the time and consistently making mistakes. Con-
sider the life of Jesus Christ. The Lord knew His earthly ministry
would span only three and a half years, but He spent thirty years
preparing for it. He studied and He earned money at a trade to
help His father support the family, and most likely His own future
ministry.

The more time we spend in preparing ourselves for a particular
task, the more success we will experience at it. Some Christians
think otherwise. They enter the ministry not able to tell their right
hand from their left. I am not at all saying that if you lack knowl-
edge about a particular subject, the only alternative is to stay at



home and not even try. Like the Messiah, we can work hard to
prepare ourselves for any task.

NOT TAKING RESPONSIBILITY
FOR ONE’S OWN LIFE

Another cause for poverty lies in unwillingness to take control
and responsibility for one’s life. What does that mean? Here is
an example with which I am very familiar. Communist realities
spoiled the mentality of many citizens of the former Soviet Union.
During the time of the communist regime, people waited for the
state to provide them with housing, medical care, education, and
many other things—all free of charge. As a result, these people
became inactive. Then the USSR collapsed. Now that the whole
system has changed, many of these people do not want to change
themselves or their lifestyles along with it. They are used to going
with the flow, preferring life to be easy and carefree.

During communism in the USSR, the Communist Party used
to make all the decisions for the people, so they had no need to
make decisions on their own. The party decided where they had
to go, what they were to do, and where they lived. The party even
forbade the people from building their own houses. The govern-
ment made all decisions about personal lives, careers, and futures.
It is hard for people in the West to understand, but most of those
under soviet control actually preferred that kind of lifestyle. That
is why even after communism collapsed and democracy is now
in place, many people want to go back to the old system, because
they do not like and are not used to taking responsibility for their
own lives. They prefer the government to do everything for them.

Such attitudes are unacceptable in modern capitalist countries.
People living under capitalism know they have to earn money to
buy food and clothing, a place to live, pay medical and educational
costs, and so on. They have to take care of themselves because no
one else will. Seeking success in life is a normal and natural thing



for a westerner. In fact, nothing is more deeply ingrained in the
Western way of thinking.

It is time to begin creating your own destiny. Take it in your
own hands. If that means you need to work without leisure, go
and work as much as you can. You have to do your utmost to gain
success. Life is a challenge, and no one ever succeeds without get-
ting rid of hindrances and obstacles. As the people of the former
Soviet Union discovered, running away from the realities of life
goes nowhere.

I remember the day my second child, Zoe, was born. I went
to the maternity home to see my wife and my daughter. This tiny
creature, weighing nearly eight pounds and measuring about
twenty-one inches, simply enchanted me. I could not take my
eyes off her. Eventually my wife asked, “Why are you looking at
her so long?” Indeed, as soon as I saw my daughter, I forgot about
everything else. I lost track of time and was in deep thought about
life, God, His wisdom, and His greatness. Looking at my Zoe, I
realized this tiny baby had a part of me in her. That realization
radically changed my attitude toward women.

Men and women carry part of each other within them. “God
created man in His own image; in the image of God He created
him; male and female He created them” (Gen. 1:27). Actually,
just one person comprised both male and female until Genesis
2:22, when God fashioned a woman from the rib of man. She be-
came the bone of Adam’s bone and the flesh of his flesh. When my
daughter was born, I began to look at women not just as persons
of the opposite sex, but also as other personalities like me. Now I
treat my daughter exactly the way I treat myself. She has always
been inside me, even though it was at the maternity home where
I saw her for the first time. This was a positive lesson for me that
made me reflect in a new way about women.

Although women and men are very different in that we have
different sexual functions, we are one. God made us all human



beings. I saw in that tiny girl a woman who will give birth to many
children, grandchildren, and great-grandchildren. When she was
born, she already had her calling through which many will come
to Christ. A seed of greatness concealed in this child will yield
much fruit in its time.

The same is true for everyone. The Creator puts seeds of great-
ness in all of us to produce fruit. We should not blame God if
things do not go as smoothly as we would like. More often than
not, the real cause of our failure is our own unwillingness to fol-
low God’s intention for us. Remember, you find out His calling
by getting to know Him more, not just by getting to know more
about Him. We all have seeds of greatness in us that only need
watering with the Word and protection from the weeds.

We have to work hard to change ourselves, to grow and be-
come mature in the Lord. If a child does not eat, move, or develop,
eventually he or she will die. The spiritual realm is no different. If
we do not fill ourselves with the Word of God or move and grow
in Him, we will die spiritually. Do not let this happen. Nothing
should stop us from fulfilling our calling. The Old Testament re-
veals that God’s people suffered great hardship and fought against
many people to become a strong nation. Some people claim that
the Old Testament is a bloodthirsty book, but of course, this is
not so. It is full of accounts, events, and characters that teach us
countless lessons. Comparing the events of our lives with the
events described in the Old Testament, we will soon see that our



problems are a good way for the Lord to cleanse us, improve our
character, and prepare us to fight for a better life.

Be strong and courageous, because you will lead these
people to inherit the land | swore to their forefathers
to give them. Be strong and very courageous. Be care
ful to obey all the law my servant Moses gave you; do
not turn from it to the right or to the le, that you
may be successful wherever you go. Do not let this
Book of the Law depart from your mouth; meditate
on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do
everything written in it. en you will be prosperous

and successful.

—JosHuA 1:6-8, NIV

The Lord gave a great task for Joshua, who had to overcome
hardships and strong opposition while fulfilling God’s purpose.
This is the way it has been and will always be. With each new task
to which we are entrusted, God raises us to a higher level of re-
sponsibility in Him. This also means we will face stronger and
stronger opposition. To help Joshua withstand all the trials, God
told him these inspiring words, the same words the Lord speaks to
us today, “Be strong and very courageous.” Do not focus on your
weaknesses and failures. If you have failed at something, keep
trying it repeatedly until you see success. Never stop trying. “Be
careful to obey all the law my servant Moses gave you.” In other
words, fill yourself with God’s Word so you can act in wisdom. It
has been said that before inventing the light bulb, Thomas Edison
tried unsuccessfully as many as 999 times. Only the thousandth
try turned out to be a success. When asked what kept him from
getting frustrated after so many unsuccessful attempts, Edison
answered, “Not one of them was a failure. The Lord was showing
me 999 times how I should not have done it.” The same is true of

CHAPTER THIRTEEN

PROTECTING
YOUR GAIN

In this chapter, you will learn how to be truly rich and main-
tain it. Many people in the world can get rich, but not very many



know how to protect that wealth and stay on that mountaintop.
We need help from falling when we become rich and wealthy.

People who want to get rich fall into temptation and

a trap and into many foolish and harmful desires that
plunge men into ruin and destruction. For the love of
money is a root of all kinds of evil. Some people, eager
for money, have wandered from the faith and pierced
themselves with many griefs. But you, man of God,
ee from all this, and pursue righteousness, godliness,

faith, love, endurance and gentleness.

—1 TIMOTHY 6:9-11, NIV

TEN PRINCIPLES FOR
PROTECTING WEALTH

These principles will protect both you and your wealth from
the dangers mentioned in the scripture above:

1. Do not love money. Search your heart because this temp-
tation is always out there. The devil will push you, but you need
to guard your heart so you do not get attached to wealth. Always
make God your love and your passion.

2. Prosper in righteousness and holiness, always striving for
high godly standards in everything you do. Put God first. Do not
deceive or cheat people, and do not try getting your gain through
unrighteous ways, because the seed you sow in another person’s
life, good or bad, will come back to you multiplied. Knowing
and following this advice prevents you from forfeiting your fu-
ture through craftiness and deceitfulness. Instead, pursue the true



wealth. The only way to stay pure in this evil world is to fill your-
self with God and His Word.

3. Practice godliness. Godliness is being in God’s will, being
like God, having the character of Jesus, and living in righteous-
ness. Never let riches—or the lack thereof—change you. Success,
money, and fame usually affect people in a bad way. Often it fills
them with pride, but Christians must always be humble and mod-
est. Wealth will allow you to be around powerful and rich peo-
ple, and often this changes those who have no spiritual founda-
tion. If your allegiance is with God, you have nothing to be afraid
of. “Command those who are rich in this present age not to be
haughty, nor to trust in uncertain riches but in the living God,
who gives us richly all things to enjoy” (1 Tim. 6:17).

4. The righteous live by faith, so work on strengthening your
faith by trusting God more. Do not let disappointment, failure,
betrayal, deception, and infidelity break you. Your faith in God
should be invincible. You can overcome all obstacles with that
kind of faith.

5. Walkin love, even with your enemies. Loving your enemies
is one of God’s commandments. As you get closer to God, your
relationship with Him becomes stronger, and when that happens,
you are simply unable to hate people. For example, I may not
agree with everyone I meet or approve of all they do, but I love
them and bless them nevertheless. Do not let hurt, pain, and of-
fense capture and dominate your heart, because God is love, and
God created us for love. When you act in love, you strengthen the
mind and renew the system. When you act outside of love, there
is a constant fight inside, an imbalance, and as a result, untold
sicknesses—and even death—can befall you. We were created to
love, so all actions counter to love cause internal conflict. No mat-
ter what someone does to you, love and forgive.

6. Develop patience. No one can attain or maintain lasting
success without it. Work on being patient in love. The Bible says



that we need patience, so that having done the will of God we can
receive the promises made to us. God’s promises are real, but only
those who have patience inherit them.

7. Be humble. Some people cannot maintain wealth because
pride stands in their way. Despise arrogance and pride. The Bible
says God opposes the proud and gives grace to the humble. If you
do not want God to oppose you, be humble, for the proud shall
not succeed. “Therefore humble yourselves under the mighty
hand of God, that He may exalt you in due time” (1 Pet. 5:6).
Jesus said it would be easier for a camel to go through the eye of a
needle than for a rich person to enter the kingdom of God (Matt.
19:24). If you make riches your idol, it can only lead to death. If
you would be refused entrance to the kingdom of God because
of money, it would be infinitely better not to have any. A person
errs by putting trust in anything other than God. When you have
money, even millions, act as if you do not have anything. Walk as
if God has taken your millions and they are no longer yours. God
delivers those who trust in Him, and money has not saved anyone
yet, eternally speaking.

8. Beware of haughtiness. This problem comes from money
as well. A haughty person wants to dress nicer than others, have a
nicer car—a problem that has destroyed many people. Haughti-
ness will cause you to spend money that you are supposed to in-
vest to become better than others. Another way to say this is that
sin needs to be financed. You can still cultivate a good image, but
avoid haughtiness at all costs. Paul wrote that he was comfortable
with living in both abundance and lack (Phil. 4:12). We should
be the kind of people who are content living with little as well as
plenty.

9. God alone is the source of all riches. He gives the power and
strength to receive wealth. Remember this because after accumu-
lating wealth, the devil might come to you saying that you have
achieved all this success on your own. Nothing is further from the



truth. Having knowledge is one thing, but having the grace for
building up wealth is quite a different thing.

WHEN YOU DECIDE TO DO
SOMETHING—DO IT!

Three qualities make a difference in your ability to realize your
dreams and meet your goals. They are determination, ability to
mobilize, and momentum. The most fundamental of these is de-
termination. When listening to an exciting speech or reading a
challenging book, almost everyone is filled with an immediate in-
spiration, making a decision to do something or to change some
part of his or her life. However, over time, the fire goes out for
many people, and the decision is swept under the rug. A few may
have a more sensitive conscience and keep feeding the fire of in-
spiration with promises of “tomorrow I will start.” But a majority
of people are indecisive and do not have adequate perseverance
and endurance to accomplish their goals. On the other hand, peo-
ple who achieve success in life never postpone and procrastinate
with their vision. Those who can minimize the distance between
decision and real action are those who become great.

Some people spend their whole lives doing something they
could have accomplished in a year or ten years. Most people in
the world stay on the bottom, not because they do not have valu-
able gifts, great ideas, or worthwhile skills, but because they are
indecisive and complacent. There is no inner engine driving them
through life. It is easy enough to calculate the quotient of our de-
cisiveness. The perfect decision quotient is 1:1, meaning that each
time we decide to do something, we do it, but no one can achieve
that. Companies specializing in thought leadership and process
innovation say the most effective people in the world have a deci-
sion quotient of 3:4 or 2:4, meaning that for every four decisions
they make, they act on two or three of them. People who simply
talk about doing but seldom follow through have a decision quo-



tient of 2:10 or 2:20—for every ten or even every twenty deci-
sions they make, they act only twice. This is what Jesus was talking
about when He said, “Let your ‘Yes’ be ‘Yes,” and your ‘No,” ‘No™
(Matt. 5:37).

In addition to determination, the qualities of mobilization
and momentum make a difference in your ability to realize your
dreams and meet your goals. There are people who have this great
quality called the ability to mobilize. Mobilization is when one is
able to concentrate strength and effort on achieving a set goal. This
also includes the ability to mobilize others. Another great quality
is momentum, which is a drive or an inner force that enables you
to build on your success continuously. These two qualities allow
you to renew strength and effort so that your dreams and visions
never cool down. When you are rooted in God, this staying power
never burns out. You need to be on fire and burn for God, and
mobilization and momentum are important qualities of people
who realize their dreams and reach their goals.

TURNING DECISIONS INTO
MANIFESTATIONS

My wife says I have an amazing drive and staying power. If I
decide to do something,
I do absolutely every-

thing in my power to USRI
make it happen. I often When You Have

even call myself a fa-
natic. I think there is a
positive side to fanati-
cism. Jesus said that our
“yes” should be “yes”
and our “no” should be

“no.” I take this to mean that a deed must follow a word, and an



action must follow a decision. When a person deceives himself or
herself on not following through on a word or decision, it is the
same as if they were deceiving a neighbor. Many people always try
to do what they say, but often, because it is something they prom-
ised to themselves, they take it lightly.

However, everything having to do with success and prosper-
ity starts with self-discipline. If you are not sincere with yourself,
then you are not sincere at all. Integrity is measured by how much
you are able to hold on to the promises you make daily to yourself,
the ones no one else knows about.

Measure your level of integrity by how often you keep the
promises you make to yourself. The ratio of promises and faithful-
ness to those promises will tell you how well you have developed
your character. I now want to share with you ideas on how you
can preserve your staying power to fulfill and accomplish what
you have.

TEN IDEAS TO HELP PRESERVE
STAYING POWER

I believe the following ten pointers will help us all in our
change process, acting upon our decisions, and preserving our
staying power to turn decisions into realities.

TIP 1: When y ou decide to do something, make sure some-
thing else reminds you about your decision on a day-by-day basis.
Write it down in your diary or on your calendar or leave a note
for yourself on the refrigerator. Put a picture in a frame if your
decision has to do with a specific person. If you decide to become
a millionaire, put this book on your desk or carry it with you so
it reminds you of your decision. If you hear a sermon and make a



decision to follow Christ or come closer to God, buy the tape and
play it in your car and at home. Let it be your reminder.

TIP 2: On a daily and systematic basis, it is important to find
time to be alone in order to pray, read, study, and listen to God.
This quiet time will equip and guide you to accomplish your plans.
The quiet time is usually the time in your day when new and fresh
ideas will come to mind. When they do, write them down. It is
important to keep track of things. You will remember things bet-
ter when you write them down, and since you will always be able
to go back to what you have written, it is another way to get closer
to your dreams. Meditate on your decisions and ideas, and orga-
nize them to help you produce a program or a plan. Your plan is
perfected as your knowledge grows.

TIP 3: Do something about your decision every day so you will
not forget it. Pray about it every day. Ask the Lord for wisdom to
accomplish your goal, and do not doubt you will receive what you
are asking for. In the Book of Joshua we learn that by meditating
and thinking, we not only remind ourselves about our decision,
but we also enrich it and ourselves. “This Book of the Law shall
not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate on it day and
night, that you may observe to do according to all that is written
in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you
will have good success” (Josh. 1:8). Reminding yourself about im-
portant truths through reading, meditation, and note taking leads
to living successful and righteous lives, and there is not a success-
ful individual who does not work in his or her mind the same way.

TIP 4: In order to maintain the fire and desire to reach your
goal, discipline yourself to take steps toward that goal every day.
Read the Bible every day, pray every day, and seek God every
day—all these practices bring you closer to your dreams, even if
you cannot see the difference immediately. If you combine all the
small investments of time, it turns out to be a big deal. Remember,
no one can become a millionaire in one day. No one can become



anything in a single day. Singers need to work on their voices and
rehearse repeatedly. Athletes must work out on a daily basis to de-
velop skills. One of my own goals in life is to be healthy and in top
physical shape, and I want this to last at least until I am seventy
years of age. I used to think that physical health and shape de-
pended entirely on one’s genes, but today I understand that being
healthy in older years depends on a person’s eating and exercise
habits in younger years. Look after yourself! My wife helped me
in this area by teaching me to eat healthy foods and live a healthy
lifestyle. I would prefer living to age ninety before going home
to be with Jesus. However, what is the point in living to ninety
if I cannot walk at seventy or eighty? Disciplining yourself is a
systematic and day- by-day process in moving toward your goals.

TIP 5: Giving your decision or idea staying power and seeing
your plan come true requires doing something new each day. Liv-
ing a long and healthy life means studying and always collecting
new information about what it takes to stay in shape and live a
healthy lifestyle. To be a millionaire, the same thing applies. Study,
obtain new information, and gather facts each day to encourage
forward movement. Doing something new each day increases
your knowledge and renews your determination. Where do you
get inspiration to do something new each day? First, agree that
you do not know it all. No one knows everything, even about a
given subject—not even if you hold a PhD. If you think you know
as much as you should know, you are deceived. A PhD holder in
mathematics cannot know everything about the field of mathe-
matics. A pediatrician cannot know everything about his area of
medicine. Hence, we all need daily improvements.

When some Christians come to God, they read only the Bible
and refuse to touch any other books. Don’t limit yourself in this
way, because you still need other sources of information. Even if
you are the smartest person on your block, you still do not know
everything there is to know. There are truths that took centuries



to discover and took many cycles of knowledge, experience, and
meditation. Your life will not be enough to repeat the author’s
path, so read their books. Uncover truth wherever it may be found,
even in books that are not necessarily Christian. John Calvin said:

We cannot read them without great admiration. We marvel
at them because we are compelled to recognize how pre-eminent
they are those men whom Scripture calls “natural men” were
indeed sharp and penetrating in their investigations of interior
things. Let us accordingly learn from their example how many
gifts the Lord left to human nature. If the Lord has willed that we
be helped ... let us use this assistance.

There is abundance of gold and penetrating knowledge in
books, even secular books, so use them, and do not take them for
granted.

Maintain an attitude and willingness to learn from everyone
you come across. In this way, you will always maintain a teach-
able spirit. It often happens that we end up getting information
we could never have thought they possess. Tune in to learn from
every situation and person.

TIP 6: Learn to specialize in your area of interest and study
rather than just casually browsing general information of all sorts.
If you want to be a physician, you have to prepare to master the
medical field of your choice. You cannot do that with generic
study. The same is true if you want to be a scholar in the field of
history. It is true with every field and every calling. Exhaust all
sources of information on your subject of interest. Do not be ca-
sual in your search, because the more thoroughly and deeply you
dig, the more treasures you will find. God will honor your hard
work and effort, and you will attain your goal. We become spe-



cialists in our area of interest by studying hard and reflecting long,
accumulating knowledge so that we know what to teach others.

TIP 7: Find inspiration in your obstacles. Obstacles will come
your way as soon as you determine your goals. Learn to see im-
pediments to progress as stages of success. Everything you over-
come will bring you closer and closer to your dream. It is like a
ladder in that the higher you climb, the more effort it takes. Every
step seems like a test or trial, but it brings you closer to your end-
game. Teach yourself to have this kind of positive attitude toward
obstacles. If you have a problem at work with a colleague or boss,
do not panic. Treat the problem as a step higher up your ladder
toward your goal. Be courageous and do not be afraid to accept
the challenges of life. These challenges come to us for a purpose.
God allows difficult situations in our lives to make us stronger, to
build our character, and to make us into the men and women He
wants us to be. Without trials and hardships, you will not develop
character and spiritual muscles.

The Book of Psalms says, “As they pass through the Valley of
Baca, they make it a place of springs; the autumn rains also cover
it with pools. They go from strength to strength, till each appears
before God in Zion” (Ps. 84:6-7, niv). This is a great revelation.
The valley of tears, which is the meaning of the Valley of Baca, is
full of difficulties and trials, which of course we would rather not
have to go through. How often does it ever enter our minds that
passing through this valley can help us become stronger? Often,
it is the only way we become stronger. In the midst of a tragedy,
we discover a hidden source of blessings and support, receive
strength and become stronger. The valley of weeping is the pas-
sage to salvation and eternal life for many people. Perhaps it was
for you. When facing problems and trials, do not be discouraged,
do not be depressed, because these problems offer another chance
for revelation of God. When we let obstacles stop us, we cannot



overcome them and will be unable to see them as another source
of blessings.

Only when you rise up over your trials can your eyes see new
horizons, allowing you to see what you could not see before—
new blessings, new prospects, new people, and a new life, of which
you could not have dreamed. Remember, no one rises to the top
without making a concerted effort. Acceptinglife’s challenges and
overcoming obstacles in your way will move you from strength
to strength, and you will find yourself walking in the purposes of
God for your life.

TIP 8: Learn to enjoy your work, and do not procrastinate with
it. The person who makes a decision and follows through with it is
a disciplined man or woman. We are not born with this discipline;
we need to learn it. In addition, we need to work hard. I have not
met a single successful person in business, the professions, min-
istry, or politics who is not a hard worker. I thought I was a hard
worker until I visited Sweden and saw how hardworking Swedish
people are. Hard work made them wealthy and helps them stay
that way. Sweden is one of the richest countries in the world, be-
cause long ago the Swedish people disciplined themselves to work
hard. In Germany also people work very hard, and they are not a
people who do anything lightly. (See Proverbs 10:4.) The Protes-
tant value and ethic has always emphasized hard work as a noble
Christian characteristic.

TIP 9: You can preserve your staying power and accomplish
what you have decided only when you make a decision to do ev-
erything as unto God. Be responsible toward God for all you do—
on the job and off. “Seek first the kingdom of God and His righ-
teousness, and all these things shall be added to you” (Matt. 6:33).
Remember that God sees all your deeds—it will give you extra
incentive to work hard to attain results to benefit the kingdom.

TIP 10: Always be ready to help people with the knowledge,
finances, or whatever else you have. Help them without expecting



a return. When arbitrarily doing something for another person
just to help that person out, God will compensate your efforts and
bless you. Compassion and kindness are the best qualities you
have, and when you show these traits to others, God often unex-
pectedly does something for you in return.

IDEAS FOR PROTECTING YOUR GAINS

1. Begin to make money consistently. Guard your-
self against get-rich-quick investments. Schemes
to make instant and large sums of money are de-
ceptive, so never jump at them.

2.  Protect your money and gains by putting security
measures in place, such as life insurance, family
businesses, and assets.

3. Always work with experts who know more than
you do in business, investments, and the legal field.

4.  Never take what you have for granted. You will not
save what you do not treat with care.

5. Do not be interested only in results. Be meticulous
in the process of running your affairs. Do not just
focus on accumulation, but also take the time to
monitor wealth.

6.  Watch out for economic changes, and learn how to
adjust to them.

7.  Make sure you have multiple streams of income.
Spread risk. Do not put all your eggs in one basket.

8. Don't let greed and emotional blindness make
your decisions for you.



9. Never change your core values—even though
ideas and insight might change.

10.  Protect secrets and weaknesses.
11.  Stay informed.

12.  Live alife of giving, being generous with God and
others.

BE A FAITHFUL STEWARD

The Bible tells us in 1 John 5:19 that the whole world lies in evil.
As much as we would like to think it is not like that, that is the
reality of our world today—the whole world lies in evil.

As we have learned in this book, there are a lot of evil schemes
being devised by millions of people working day and night to
steal and take away your wealth. There are organizations that are
formed especially to rob naive and ignorant people of their hard-
earned money. Hence, it is important for you and I to be watch-
ful and extremely careful about whom we entrust our money and
precious financial information to.

As I've stated earlier, it is even more difficult to retain money
than to gain it. The servant with one talent was condemned by
Jesus for not retaining the value of the money he was entrusted
with. It was easier for him to get the money than to retain it.

This happens over and over again today. Many people are en-
trusted with money by God and others, only to end up losing it
because they don’t have the discipline to retain and increase the



value of what they have been given. That is why this last chapter is
essential for you to pay special attention to.

As you work hard to make your money, be careful to protect
your gain as well. No doubt these principles will go a long way to
helping you do just that!

THE REASON FORIT ALL

AsT'm about to conclude this book, I again want to stress to all
of you, my dear readers, that the reason for all this is to expand
the kingdom of God in all the spheres of life we have been called
to, and to bring good to our neighbors. In the Gospels, Jesus says
that if anyone will make the sacrifice of giving up anything in His
name, namely, house, land, properties, money, family members,
that that person would receive one hundred times more in this
world and in the world to come. It is my firm belief that if we will
go the extra mile to give up anything small or large to support and
meet the needs of the world’s poorest of the poor, we will not be-
come poor for it, but God will surely give us a hundredfold more
in return. I would like you to keep in mind information and statis-
tics of world poverty that you read in the first chapter of this book.
It is the motivation behind my willingness to make known to you
the secrets of financial well-being so that you can go out and help
the rest of the world conquer poverty. We are all called by God,
not just to be blessed, but more so to be a blessing (Gen 12:2).

As we go all over the world to tackle the problem of poverty,
the citizens of the poorest nations will definitely respond by be-
lieving the good news faster than when we just talk to them with-
out meeting their needs. Jesus not only preached the gospel but
also demonstrated it practically by meeting the needs of His au-
dience (Luke 8:1).

From my experience, I have discovered that when you don’t
just preach to people but you also meet their needs, their response
is better than when you only preach without meeting their needs.



I believe that this is a vital key to carrying out the Great Commis-
sion. More money means more opportunities, but these opportu-
nities must be used to expand and establish the kingdom of God
on the earth.

Out of my major joy and excitement is the GS MicroFinance
bank project, it is unbelievable to see what a little amount like ten
dollars could do in the life of a whole family. So much joy, happi-
ness, even death prevention through ten dollars.

However, more than the money, what we do at GS MicroFi-
nance bank is to give all our clients financial education—the same
as in this book. After this we provide them with a starting capital
without any collateral, only their identity card. We then give them
a mentor who will help them start a business, monitoring them
until they return their loan.

It is amazing that the default level with the poor of the world
is less that 2 percent, that is 98 percent actually pay their debt on
time and with interest too, which is later used to help others also.

I, therefore, want to encourage all of you, my readers, to think
of a way of improving the lives of the needy around you.

Your joy, satisfaction, and fulfillment will be beyond words!

CONCLUSION

FOUR TRUTHS TO REMEMBER ON YOUR
WAY TO A GREAT AND SUCCESSFUL LIFE

This book is filled with important information to help
you discover the truth that money wont make you rich—but
knowledge and hard work can. Now that you know something
about the laws and philosophy of money, financial freedom, the
meaning of true success and the hindrances that prevent success,
the meaning of prosperity, the reasons for financial failure, and
the ways of money, you are on your way toward delivering the gift
God wants you to offer to the world. What do you do next? Let me
wrap up this book by reminding you of four important truths for
you to bear in mind and follow.

WRITE IT DOWN

Get a notebook to write down all God reveals to you. Write
down His plans and intentions for your life and the ways He
wants you to achieve your targets. Then write down all your ob-
servations about people and life around you. “Then the Lord re-
plied: “Write down the revelation and make it plain on tablets so
that a herald may run with it”” (Hab. 2:2,

Niv). There is a difference between looking and seeing. You
can look at yourself—as a divorcee, a poor fatherless child, or a
successful professional—but it is another thing to see yourself as
God does. This scripture speaks about the kind of godly vision



that helps you to see what you will be like in the future, and what
God has in store for your life.

The first part of this verse teaches us to write down everything
pertaining to God’s purpose for our lives. We may see ourselves as
artists, evangelists, entrepreneurs, architects, or as anything else.
Draw up a clear and detailed plan of your future actions that will
take you to whatever you know to be God’s purpose for you. If
you are unclear about God’s purpose for you, seek His face, and
ask what direction you should go.

This is what I have done in my own life. I know God wants
me to reach five million Ukrainians for the Lord. There is no
doubt in my mind. I have written down this vision, and now I am
working to accomplish it. How will I do it? I will preach and build
churches. I will bring people to repentance, raise and train disci-
ples, and send out missionaries to all corners of the earth. That is
not all. God has other tasks for me, and I have written them down
too. God has an interesting agenda for me, and He has an equally
interesting one for you. However, if you do not write His plans
down, there is very little chance you will be able to fulfill them in
the best way possible. Why? Because writing down God’s visions
will discipline you.

Writing down God’s visions for you will make you more re-
sponsible and precise in everything you do. Even if you think you
know the purpose of your life, consider it unknown until you have
written it down. When a purpose is not fixed, it will be vague and
unclear in your mind. Committing things in writing helps your
actions become more organized and purposeful.

There was a time in my life when the media in Ukraine accused
me of all possible sins. I could have left everything, escaped the
pressure, and gone to America or Africa. If I had, I might have be-
come a successful preacher in those places. Here is the difficulty,
however: I know what I am to do, and I know where God wants
me to be. Dedication to God’s guidance makes me strong enough



to endure any hardship. When we are certain of God’s direction
and agenda, it is easier to dedicate ourselves to its fulfillment.

I know my calling, and that is why it is vital for me to be dedi-
cated to fulfilling it. Dedication to your purpose gives the strength
to overcome problems and difficulties. When you have concrete
work and plans set before you, then you can better dedicate your-
self to them. Moreover, when you look through your notes, you
will be able to reflect deeply on God’s purpose for your life, and
pray it through in the Holy Spirit.

How do you pray through all God reveals of His plans and in-
tentions for your life? Here is what I suggest: When you pray qui-
etly in the morning, meditate on the things you feel God is put-
ting in your heart to do and about the things He calls you to do.
If you are a Spirit- filled believer, you could let your spirit loose
and begin to speak in other tongues. The point is, pray your needs
through in the Spirit. During your time of prayer and meditation,
the Holy Spirit will reveal some ideas and give you a picture of
how exactly you can fulfill the things God calls you to do. Be open
and prepared for God to suggest new ideas and strategies to help
you fulfill His purpose as efficiently as possible. I advise you to
pray about your calling at least one hour a day. Fervent prayer in
the Spirit is important, because you do not know what obstacle or
difficulty you may encounter on the way. The Spirit of God medi-
ates for us when we do not know in our mind what to pray about.
Romans 8:26 says: “Likewise the Spirit also helps in our weak-
nesses. For we do not know what we should pray for as we ought,
but the Spirit Himself makes intercession for us with groanings
which cannot be uttered.”

Prayer says, “Lord, please act on my behalf.” God will begin
ministering to you by sending the people and the resources you
need. He will ordain His angels to open doors for you. While you
pray, try picturing in your mind God’s plans already fulfilled. Vi-
sualize your goal, and be armed with a plan and a picture. Doing



that helps to achieve goals regardless of your current circum-
stances. This advice is in line with the apostle Paul’s letter to the
Ephesians: “Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abun-
dantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that
works in us” (Eph. 3:20).

As you can see, we pray for our own benefit. When you pray,
you are not doing a service to God. You are not helping Him.
When you pray, you become a co-worker with God, and you
absorb His presence, His glory, and His strength. While you are
praying for a request or a need in your life, you are saying that you
are open to the Lord to fulfill His desires. Your prayers facilitate
your life here in the visible world. Normally in most churches, few
people show up for prayer meetings even though wisdom tells us
that when we pray, even in small groups, we are united in God’s
strengths and possibilities. Through prayers, we prevail. This is
an advantage and a good thing when we spend time with God in
prayer, because He is already willing to do much more for us than
we dare to ask or think.

Perhaps you cannot boast today of having much to your name.
If that is true, do not be discouraged. Learn to be happy even with
modest achievements. Every step that brings you closer to the re-
alization of your dream is important. For instance, I am not at all
upset that I am still far from realizing my dream of bringing five
million Ukrainians to Christ. The salvation of one person makes
me happy and confident that I am moving in the right direction.
I know that He who is in me can do much more, and I continue
praying for God to work great things through me. I believe this,
and I know, according to His Word, that it certainly will happen
some day. The time will come when I realize my dream of five
million souls. I firmly believe that he who does not take time to
plan his future is planning his failure. So, apart from praying, I



must plan and do all that depends on me, as I have said earlier in
this book.

I am sure your dreams will come true someday too. If you are
willing to take time to write down your goals and plans, pray and
follow the principles, you can be sure that great results will not be
long in coming. Careful planning always results in success, but if
you fail to plan, you are planning to fail.

PUT FIRST THINGS FIRST

Philippians 3:13-14 hides the second tip: “Brothers, I do not
consider myself yet to have taken hold of it. But one thing I do:
Forgetting what is behind and straining toward what is ahead, I
press on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has called
me heavenward in Christ Jesus” (niv). To achieve a particular
goal, draw up a daily agenda where prayer comes first.

While planning your day, arrange assignments, problems, con-
siderations, or courses of action in the order of their importance.
Be sure you have covered them all. Following such an agenda
will enable you to see what needs are first, and it will allow you to
work on a priority basis. I can tell you that I begin my workday by
reading my notes from the previous day. Sometimes I find entries
that have nothing to do with my goals for today. Often we allow
the devil and worldly problems to interfere with our plans. This
should not happen, because we are God’s servants, and our lives
are precious to Him. We need to get to work and take our destiny
seriously.

I advise you to begin by making a list of all you have to do in
the course of the day, and then write these things down accord-
ing to their importance. This will help you do the most import-
ant things before the less important ones. Apart from this, make
a list of your life’s priorities and arrange them in their order of
importance. Keep in mind that your relationship with the Lord



comes first. My most important priority is spending time with
God. I spend a certain amount of time each morning talking
with the Lord, and I never leave home unprepared from lack of
prayer. Meetings, sermon preparation, the church’s daily duties,
and chatting with colleagues and visitors—these all come after
my personal communication with God, never before. The time of
day and the amount of time you spend praying may differ from
mine, but the point is to do it. My second priority is my family,
my wife and children. No matter how urgent other things may be,
I attend to them only after spending enough time with my family.
My ministry and calling are my third priority.

Every month I dedicate one week entirely to the Lord. Itis nota
strictly fixed date, say, the first or the second week of each month.
Therefore, this time with God may vary from month to month,
depending on circumstances. I fill that week up with Bible reading
and study, prayer, fasting, and serious meditating over the Word
of God. Naturally, during this week I cancel all the routine church
matters and dedicate myself to being with the Lord.

I want to stress the absolute importance of efficient time plan-
ning. Determine your priorities, arrange them in a proper order,
and then strictly follow it. I will always list my first priority as the
Lord, my second priority as my family, and my third priority as
my ministry. That is how I manage my life and time.

If you have a young family, make it a rule to come home early
enough in the evening to play with your kids and have some time
for your spouse. In my own case, I schedule three days in a week
to be at home no later than seven o’clock in the evening. Four days
a week, I come home later in the evening to allow me to care for
pressing things happening in the church. Such planning makes
everyone in the family happy. As far as my ministry is concerned,
I set priorities there as well. Although I receive many invitations
to preach outside Ukraine, I always give special importance to the
church I pastor in Kyiv. Church matters also need careful plan-



ning, and so my work with the pastors comes first in the day, and
then comes meetings with my assistants and the agenda for the
rest of the day. Then I schedule time to meet with various minis-
try leaders of the church-run programs and other members too.
Unless I arrange my priorities correctly, I find it difficult, if not
impossible, to carry out any job as an efficient pastor, let alone to
attain financial independence.

What you make your first priority is up to you. However, the
question is: Does it agree with God’s purpose for your life? Keep a
reasonable balance in all you do. Here is a good example of being
out of balance. I know pastors of big churches who have children
who are drug addicts or unbelievers. Such things often happen be-
cause the priorities are wrong. These pastors regard their calling
as their first priority, and some of them may not even be aware
they have made wrong choices. They may be traveling around the
world, preaching in other countries, enjoying respect and pop-
ularity, while their family and possibly even their church is on
the verge of falling apart. Make sure that your priorities are in
the right place. This becomes a major challenge, especially as your
businesses and wealth grow. So make sure you set your priorities
right now.

Give place to five things in order to facilitate the development
of good habits—praying, reading the Word of God, reading good
books, listening to teachings and talks, and attending church ser-
vices on a regular basis. Your work has to be carefully planned.
You must study and reflect constantly to enrich yourself with new
understanding. In return, blessings will come to you abundantly.

I have developed for myself a self-education program. I read a
book and listen to tapes or CDs with messages every week. Devise
your own program. Maybe you want to read a book in a week or
in a month, or two books in a month, or whatever. Maybe you
want to listen to one message in a week or two messages in a
month. The point is to keep at it. By studying constantly, you will



be able to keep abreast of the latest developments, receive new in-
formation to update your knowledge and skills in the area of your
choice, and promote your self-development.

If you choose the right priorities and manage your time cor-
rectly, your life will be filled with special meaning and peace, and
your ministry will flourish. The efficiently arranged priorities pre-
vent you from turning your life and falling into a mess. I know
this is true because I have seen it happen many times.

I once paid a visit to an extremely rich man who was quite
influential in political circles. He told me his story. His business
earned him millions of dollars, but it took up all the free time he
could share with his wife and children. As a result, his marriage
was on the verge of breaking up, and he was in despair. A man
who was in control of thousands of employees was crying before
me like a little child. I explained to him the cause of his misfor-
tunes. I told him that his inability to put first things first had re-
duced his business successes to nothing and turned his personal
life into a failure. Thank God for this man, for he gave his life to
Christ and became a child of God. His family is doing well now,
but this became possible only after he learned how to arrange his
priorities efficiently.

To tell you the truth, I am amazed at how many people readily
sacrifice their personal lives and family for riches and popularity.
Some succeed in doing one thing while neglecting another. Life
without God is a sad and futile adventure. When we reject God’s
principles, first we lose peace of heart, then righteousness, and
eventually we will discover we have lost everything. That is why
God must be your first priority. You cannot live a successful life
independently of your source, and your source is God.

FOR EVERYTHING THERE IS A SEASON

Under no circumstances should you overburden yourself with
too many obligations and promises. “Be still, and know that I am



God; I will be exalted among the nations, I will be exalted in the
earth!” (Ps. 46:10). Having too many obligations will leave you
without enough time and strength to cope with them. If you are
in the situation where too many things are expected of you, begin
with the goals, plans, or problems that are most urgent. Learn
how to distinguish between urgent tasks and those that can wait.
In other words, learn to distribute your time in the most efficient
way because “there is a time for everything, and a season for every
activity under heaven” (Eccles. 3:1, niv).

While drafting a daily agenda, concentrate on the tasks you
have enough time and strength to attend to, and do not plan more
than you can deal with.

“Whatever your hand finds to do, do it with your might” (Ec-
cles. 9:10). It is much better to delegate to another person a task
you cannot do well or on time. If you persist in doing it yourself,
there is a good chance you will mess up the whole thing and end
up frustrated. Once you have drawn up your agenda, share your
plans with family, friends, and co-workers. They are God’s tools
for making you great. Choose people who have something valu-
able to contribute to you and to whom you can be helpful as well.
The Lord will provide you with people who have exactly what you
need (finances, connections, knowledge, friendships, and so on)
to carry out His ideas and goals for your life. In turn, you will find
many others who need the gifts God has given you. Show love
and concern for your neighbors, and be on a constant search for
people you can serve. This is especially true in the place you work
because so often there are wonderful opportunities out there.

This advice goes along with what we just learned in the third
tip: Learn to arrange objectives and work within a particular time,
because there is time for everything under heaven (Eccles. 3:1).
According to your plan, there are some things you should have
done yesterday, and if you wait to tackle them today, you might
not be able to do what you have planned for today. If the time to



do certain things has passed, it is better to leave them and face to-
day’s challenges until you find some free time to do what remains
to be done.

REMAIN BLESSED IN HIM

May your life and your family be blessed both spiritually and
financially. I have tried to outline for you in this book the bibli-
cal principles to help make your life flourish. I pray you will con-
sider them seriously and put them into practice: Declare war on
poverty. Get to work and take your destiny seriously. Arrange
your priorities and objectives. Never be content with your cur-
rent state; always pursue your life goals. Remember to consider
God’s purpose for your life to be unknown until you have written
it down. Make your relationship with God your utmost priority,
and make prayer a way of life. Ask Him for wisdom, and do not be
afraid of failure. Failure is one of the main ways God teaches you
and guides you. He uses challenges as platforms to lift us. The way
to become great is to serve others. Take chances, but do not take
on too many obligations, and do not make too many promises.
Concentrate on what you have the time and strength to do. Do
not keep bad company.

For financial health and welfare, do not love money! It is only
paper, and it will not make anyone happy. Be free of the power of
money over you. Money serves you—not the other way around.
Work is not primarily for making money, and righteousness
is true wealth. Prosperity comes with inner changes. True mil-
lionaires invest not only money but also time in getting more
knowledge and wisdom. Continuous education is the minimum
requirement for achieving success. Study constantly, and follow
the world economic trends. Know the laws of money, including
the fact that wealth accumulation begins with saving. Under-
stand the principles of wealth creation and turn everything into



investments. The reason some are rich while others are poor has
to do with hard work and right choices. Speak about your goals
and plans as if they already happened. Never sow good seed into
bad soil. Keep a budget—and live by it. Pay yourself second, and
make sure God is always first. Beware of lending out money, and
never give money away until you know it has worked for you.

May the lessons inside this book touch, bless, and transform
your life and many other lives, and may those lives play a dynamic
role in the advancement of Christ’s church and the kingdom of
God. If you go for the best in God, your life will be an example of
the success and prosperity that is possible for all believers. May
the Lord use these financial principles to help ignite and revolu-
tionize your potential in Christ. May He bless and empower you,
so you will be a blessing to countless others around you and in
our world.
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
